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Easter People

"We are an Easter peoples, St Augustine of Hippo told his
congregation in North Africa sixteen centuries ago. ”We are an Easter
people and <Alleluial‘ is our song.e

We are an Easter people, because the Church would not exist without
the resurrection. Without the events of the first Easter morning, Jesus
would be simply one more in the long line of those who have spoken
truth to power and suffered for that, a line that stretches from Socrates
in ancient Athens to Janani Luwum and Oscar Romero in the life-time
of most people who will be reading this magazine. The resurrection
makes all the difference.

But, as the abrupt ending to St Mark‘'s Gospel makes clear, with the
terrified women running from the empty tomb, the resurrection is
anything but a conventional "happy endinge. It comes at the end of
three days in which betrayal, abandonment, torture, and humiliation
reach their climax with the death of Jesus, a death that was not only
agonising and shameful, but one which, according to Jewish law, put
those who suffered it under God's curse. It is hardly surprising,
therefore, that Jesus' last intelligible words in Mark‘'s Gospel are "My
God, my God, why did you forsake me?e

The resurrection does not simply reverse this situation; it totally
transforms it. In the resurrection, God answers the question which is
asked repeatedly in the Gospels, "Who isthis? As St Paul saysin his
letter to Rome, Jesus is "declared to be the Son of God with power
according to the spirit of holiness by resurrection from the dead.e
More than that, in vindicating a crucified man, God has revealed Jesus
as the one in whom life and hope triumph over despair and death and
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himself as the one who overcomes all human division, even divisions
which are apparently sanctioned by divine commandment. God
makes it clear at Easter that there is no situation so desperate that it is
beyond his power to transform.

If we are truly 2Easter people®, then, we live by the knowledge that
thereis no limit to God's love; that, however far we may fall, hisarms
of compassion are there to bear us up. |If we are truly Easter people,
we live in the light of God's triumph over death and the transforming
freedom which that brings.

So we sing our song. 2Alleluia® comes to us from Hebrew via Greek
and Latin. 2Hallel u Jah® means #Praise Yah® —%the LORD? in
English Bibles. Aswe sing 2Alleluia® we praise God, as the One who
revealed himself to Abraham and Moses, the One who is and who will
be, the LORD of all creation. 2Alleluia® is the song of the pilgrims
on their way to God's city. 2Alleluia® is the song of the saints in
heaven. It is a song of joy and thanksgiving. Sometimes it is as
triumphantly full-throated as a football chant, sometimes a silent
melody in the depths of the heart. Alwaysit is areminder that God's
love never falls us; that however dark and hopeless life may seem,
pain and death are not God's last words to his creation.

As we follow Jesus through the darkness of Holy Week and pass
beyond it into the light and joy of Easter, may we discover in our own
lives the truth that St Augustine proclaimed to the people of Hippo
1600 years ago, a\Ve are an Easter people and Alleluia’ is our song.°

Prayer Visiting
In the Parish of St. Andrew's, Hatters Lane

At S Francis, the church council has been discussing whether we should start a
*Prayer Visiting' scheme in the parish. What does this mean? To answer that
guestion, Barbara Prior explains what they have been doing at & Andrew's.

Back in April 2003 the Mission & Community Committee asked the
question @3How can we reach out to the Community in which St.
Andrew's resides® We were encouraged to read Beyond the Fringe
by Nick Pollard in which he explained that we should pray as a
church for the streetsin our Parish. Nick described how it had begun
and the results that were achieved through prayer visiting.

Visiting and Praying for each road
After along discussion and prayer, we agreed that:

1 We would call to deliver a letter to each home in a chosen
street before the actual visiting. If there were no answer, adip
would be delivered to say that we had called.

2 People might tell us their prayer needs then, or they could
contact the church office by returning a card, or by email or a
phone message. It was very important that the messages were
listened to regularly. If the prayer needs were urgent, the
visitor might pray there and then, but taking care about
personal safety (they carry a badge of identification).

3 Visiting would be in daylight and by teams. In the autumn it
was suggested that Saturday morning might be a suitable time.

4 There would need to be a co-ordinator of the whole scheme
and teams of four people to do the visiting, with each gender
represented in each team.

5 One street was selected for a trial run and members of this
Committee would do the visiting. After that, we would review
the process and, if necessary, make changes.

We produced a letter for delivery to each house in the road to be
visited. Then, a couple of days later, a team called round asking if
there were any prayer requests. From three pilot runs we had a
number of requests which were prayed for on the following Sundays.
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Following these we have now decided to visit once a month and
include requests in the prayer time on the first Sunday in the month.
We estimate that the time required is two hours either on a Saturday
morning or in the evening (during spring and summer time) and out of
these visits has arisen the opportunity for the Pastoral team to follow-
up any special needs. It has been an encouraging endeavour and is a
means of getting to know folk who live in our parish.

What Did People Want Us To Pray For?

Three times in recent months a small group from St. Andrews have
delivered a letter to the people living in a particular street in our
District, and a few days later have called to hear whether they had
anything that they wanted us to pray for. One member of the group,
writes about the experience:

4Behold, we stood at the doors and knocked® (or rang bells, where
available). | felt a bit sorry for some of the bleary-eyed people who
heard our knocks (or rings) and opened their doors to us that Saturday
morning, not really awake enough to answer our question about
whether or not they had anything that they'd like St Andrew's to pray
for in the forthcoming week. But someone had been round a couple
of days before, delivering letters telling them that we'd be calling to
ask them this; and so some had taken the forewarning as an
opportunity to forearm themselves. Some were politely confident that
there was nothing that they needed to talk to us about (even they
didn't escape our ministrations entirely —they got a leaflet telling
them about the services at St Andrew's). Some were equally politely
confident that there was something they'd like to talk to us about.
The most encouraging moments were of course of the latter sort,
moments where - for a minute or two - one was invited to share in
someone's life as they spoke openly about their persona triumphs or
struggles or about some more eglobal' issue that was on their minds
and hearts. As one would expect, some letters had fallen on stony
doormats and the like and some had fallen where they did yield fruit
that sprang up and increased, fruit which it was very heartening to
help gather.©

Everybody involved in the visiting has found it most worthwhile,
ensuring that more people in our area know what we are about.

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Twenty years of fighting poverty in Africa

This month it is 20 years since Workaid was set up by a small
ecumenical group of Christians in Amersham. Meeting at the time of
the Ethiopian famine, the group wanted to do something practical to
help aleviate the terrible starvation and suffering that was being
reported on the news. There were charities already set up to offer
emergency aid, but the group felt there was a need for more long-term
assistance that would enable people to rebuild their lives after a
famine or, better still, to have a sustainable means of earning a living
which would stop them falling into abject poverty in the first place.

Workaid was launched to collect unwanted tools in the UK, repair
them and send them to vocational training projects, giving individuals
skills and equipment to learn a trade and support themselves and their
families. From that original group of a dozen volunteers, working in
a shed, Workaid now has 170 volunteers repairing tools in a workshop
at Amersham (generoudly provided by GE Healthcare) and a further
100 volunteers all over the UK who collect and store donated items.

Since 1986 Workaid has supplied 7,680 sewing machines, 910
knitting machines, 4,348 tool kits and 841 miscellaneous items to
1,353 projects in 49 countries, improving the lives of an estimated
40,500 people living in some of the world's poorest communities.

To mark this tremendous achievement, Workaid is holding a weekend
of celebrations at Amersham Free Church, Woodside Road, on 22
and 23 April. On Saturday from 11.00 am to 4.00 p.m. this will
include displays of work, talks by overseas partners and tours of the
workshop. Then at 7.30 p.m. there is a concert by the Newland
singers. On Sunday there will be a thanksgiving service at 10.30 am.
with an address by one of Workaid's patrons, the Reverend Dr Colin
Morris, a Radio 4 Thought for the Day contributor and the BBC's
former head of religious programmes. Pleasejoin usif you can.

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23'd April: Who was St George?

St George is best known today as the Patron Saint of England and for
the legend of his dragon-slaying exploits. The redlity isless certain,
but he lived in the 3 century and died ¢.303 in Palestine as a martyr
during the persecutions of Diocletian. A cult grew up around George
as a powerful helper against evil powers affecting individual lives.
This took on a new dimension for England during the Crusades of the
13" century with the adoption of the St George's banner (white with a
red cross) first by the Crusaders and then as the national flag. He
became a popular dedication for churches (over 160 in England) and
as a subject for works of art - often with a dragon. His day is 23
April, which this year falls on a Sunday in Eastertide so (by the rules
governing festivals) he is commemorated instead on 241 April.

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Helen Berhane
Our adopted prisoner-of-conscience

Helen Berhane is a well known gospel singer in Eritrea, particularly
popular with young people. On 13" May 2004, shortly after she
released an album of Christian music, Helen was

arrested when she refused to sign a document

pledging to end all participation in Christian

activities, effectively forcing her to abandon her

faith. Sheis one of amost 150 women members

of banned evangelical churches who have been

detained without charge or trial on account of

their religious beliefs.  Amnesty International,

who are campaigning on her behalf, believes that

since this date Helen has been imprisoned in a metal shipping
container at Mai Serwa military camp, north of the capital Asmara
Such containers have no washing or toilet facilities, and are
swelteringly hot during the day and freezing cold at night.

Despite promises of release if she abandons her faith and religious
singing, Helen has persistently refused to do so. She is a member of
the Rema church, one of several minority Christian churches not
officially recognized by the state of Eritrea. In May 2002 the
government of Eritrea ordered the closure of all churches except those
representing four recognised faiths + Orthodox, Catholic, Lutheran
and lIslam. This followed the establishment of a compulsory
registration scheme for al religious organisations under the
Department for Religious Affairs. Though minority churches were
reportedly willing to comply with these demands the process was
fraught with difficulties and so most were unable to do so. Arrests of
members of unauthorised minority religions followed.

Amnesty International is concerned for Helen's welfare and is calling
for her immediate and unconditional release as a prisoner of
conscience, detained solely for the peaceful exercise of her right to
freedom of religion. We at St Francis are supporting this campaign.
Already many of our members have sent cards to the authorities in
Eritrea £ further information is available on the table at the back of
church, or from Tony Dickinson.

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Everything in life is free

Recently, | was given a bunch of flowers. Now | don't know about
you, but this really isn't an everyday occurrence for me. Before you
ask, no = they weren't from a young lady; but if | can beg your
indulgence for a few moments, I'd like to tell you why | was given
them.

Every year, Bath University Christian Union has a so-called 3Vlission
Week® + a time when we put on as many events as we can, in order to
tell people about what we believe and why Jesus is so important. At
one of our lunchtime talks, the speaker was explaining the difference
between following rules &eligiously® and having a relationship with

the living God.

During the talk, he asked if anyone in the room had been having a bad
day. I'd aready had 4 hours of lectures that day, had another 2 to
come and was generally really very tired; so | raised my hand. And
that's when he pulled a bunch of flowers out from behind a desk and
gave them to me.

The reason he did thiswas to illustrate a point about God. | had done
nothing to deserve those flowers: | had never met the speaker before,
| probably never will again and so | have no opportunity to repay him.
Nor did | ask for them; all | had to do was admit that things weren't
going too well.

And it is exactly the same with God. He shows His love (albeit not
normally through flowers!) and does not ask us to do anything for it.
We cannot earn our way into God's good books by reading our Bibles,
going to church or giving to the poor. Nor do we separate ourselves
from God's love by breaking promises, or even by committing
murder. None of us are good enough to be on a par with God's
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perfection but all we must do is to admit our need for Him, and He
will give us gifts even greater than a bunch of flowers;, He will give us
eternal lifewith Him. And what's more: He'll giveit to us for free!

Let me back this up with a few illustrations from the Bible. After
creating Adam and Eve, God told them to #ill the Earth and subdue
it.° He gave it to them, along with all kinds of food to eat, and saw
that it was good (Genesis 1). They had no Bible to read, no church to
go to and there was no poverty that they could alleviate. They had
done nothing to deserve the Earth but it was given nonetheless. All
they had was their dependence on God to provide for them.

Moving on to the New Testament and the Sermon on the Mount, Jesus
taught: aWVhich of you, if his son asks for bread will give him a
stoneE If you, then, though you are evil, know how to give good
giftsto your children, how much more will your Father in heaven give
good gifts to those who ask him!° (Matthew 7).

God is not in the business of letting people down. He does not delight
in our misfortunes but wants us to be happy. And He knows that our
only true joy comes from knowing Him and being friends with Him.
So that's what He offers us through Jesus. He makes no demands of
our time or other resources, but ssimply asks that we cometo Him as a
child does to hisfather or mother.

Most people think that Christianity is about us getting into heaven by
doing what God wants us to. But it's the other way around. God
offers heaven to us on a plate. Once we recognise how much it cost
God to make this offer, and once we have accepted it, we start to want
the same things that God wants. This Easter, let us remember Jesus
sacrifice and how, through it, he offers us everything. And he offersit
for free.
