&% Christmas Gifts &%

As we prepare our present lists for family and friends at Christmas,
and as we prepare for our yearly celebration of God's gift of his Son, |
have been reflecting on gifts and giving. During the past few months
we have received a number of giftsin Terriers and Totteridge. Some
have been straightforwardly given and received. Some have been, to
say the least, unsought. Others have been difficult to know what to do
with —like a beautifully hand-knitted but seriously ill-measured
sweater from an aged great-aunt —or even potentially dangerous to
handle.

The most recent —and least problematic —of these gifts have been Val
Evans's licensing as a Lay Minister and Eileen Chapman's
replacement of Tim Edmonds as the editor of this magazine. Val‘s
own God-given gifts, and Eileen's, will now (so we hope and pray) be
used more effectively in his service to communicate the good news of
his love revealed in Jesus and to encourage us all as we follow the
way of Christian discipleship. We wish Eileen well as she maintains
the high standards of presentation and content which Tim has set
during his time in the editor‘s chair. Alongside them we might wish
to include the celebration of thirty-five years since Joyce Bennett's
ordination to the priesthood in Hong Kong and the way in which her
example of faithfulness to her calling (against what must have seemed
overwhelming odds) has enabled countless other women in many
provinces of the world-wide Anglican Communion to unwrap their
giftsin ordained ministry.

Much more problematic have been the strong police presence in our
midst since the anti-terrorist operations of mid-August and its knock-
on effect on community relations across our town. The shock of the
initial arrests and the continuing investigations in and around King‘s
Wood have disturbed many, but there are ways in which this
experience, too, can be interpreted as gift. We have been given an
opportunity to build bridges with Muslim neighbours and to discover
the things that we share at a deeper level than the issues of dress and
culture which appear to so worry the media. This means a constant
chipping away a Christian stereotypes of Islam and a Muslim
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stereotypes of Christianity so that we can receive the gift of the real
people and the real relationship with God which lies at the heart of
each. It also means having to engage serioudly and intelligently with
the stereotypical images of people of faith (of whatever kind) which
we meet in the mass media and to counter their emphasis on " bad
religione, as opposed to the life-giving, peace- and justice-seeking
faith that we find in the Gospels.

So, as we reflect in the coming weeks on God's gift of his Son, and on
those puzzling gifts brought by strangers from the East, | hope that we
will take serioudly the need both to unwrap the spiritua gifts which
others bring us and to present our gifts to others in a way that is not
only unthreatening but also attractive. | hope, too, that we will take
the opportunity of giving generously this Christmas to the work of
BiblelLands, whose collaboration with people of all three Abrahamic
faiths (Jews, Christians, and Muslims) irrespective of political and
ethnic frontiers places many of their projects right on the front line of
the current conflicts.

13t December —Who was St Lucy?

St Lucy was martyred by the Romans in the 4" century, under the
persecution of Diocletian, and became a popular
cult figure in the early church in Italy. Churches
were dedicated to her in Rome, Naples and Venice.
At Venice the main railway station is called “Santa
Lucid and in a nearby church survives what is
clamed to be part of her body. Two ancient
churches in England were also dedicated to her,
but for most of us her name is remembered in the
song which carries her name: "Santa Lucia. This
is popular both in Italy (especialy Sicily, where
she may have come from) and in Sweden, where
she iscommemorated in afestival of light.

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Licensed at last!

After five years of training (I was a slow learner) the day for my
licensing at Christ Church Cathedral finaly dawned. | was on a
“high' when | called for Tony at the Vicarage at 8.45 am. on the 4t
November and | celebrated by bawling out a few lines of "Thisis my
lovely day' at the bottom of the stairs.

The members of our congregation left alittle later by coach, but Tony
and | needed to be at Christ Church at 10.15 am. to robe up, and for
me to make my formal Declaration of Assent to the Bishop. Together
with the ten candidates, | had to declare my belief in the faith revealed
in the Holy Scriptures and the catholic creeds, and in public prayer to
use only the forms of service which are authorised or allowed. |
promised my obedience to the Bishop of Oxford and his successors,
and also "to endeavour to promote peace and unity, to conduct myself
as becomes a worker for Christ, for the good of his Church, and for
the spiritual welfare of his people, and to give due obedience to the
minister in whose cure | may serve... | am not by nature a
conformist but | found myself making these vows in all seriousness
and sincerity. Minutes later we were processing to our places while
singing "For al thesaints...".
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| was absolutely choked with emotion, especially when seeing my
family and friends nearby. The service was led by Bishop Colin of
Dorchester who questioned the Diocesan Adviser as to our suitability,
then the people and parish priests promised to uphold us in our
ministry and then we had to make a series of promises of commitment
to our ministry.

The promises made, and the way was now clear for our licensing by
the Bishop. He held our hands as he spoke the words and presented
each of us with a copy of the Bible. Then the Diocesan Advisor put
on our preaching scarf and delivered the licence. The service
proceeded with blessings, prayers, hymns and the Eucharist, with the
newly-licensed Lay Ministers pronouncing the dismissal “Go in peace
to love and servethe Lord'. Then Bishop Colin led us out through the
congregation to the hymn "To God be the glory! Great things He hath
done!" It was a wonderfully joyful occasion which will continue to
inspire me.

Afterwards there were group photos with the Bishop, and with
friends, hugs all round, lots of lovely cards and unexpected gifts to
encourage me on my way. | showed my grandchildren the "Harry
Potter' staircase, then stowed my precious new robes in the car boot,
and rushed down to Brown's at St. Giles for celebratory meal.
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On Sunday * robed and preaching at the all-age service for the first
time £ | enjoyed the children doing the Lord's Prayer with actions,
and then relaxed over the fine parish lunch afterwards. What a
weekend!

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Helen Berhane released!

Amnesty International announced on 39 November that Eritrean
Gospel singer Helen Berhane had been released after being detained
incommunicado without charge or trial for two and a half years at Mai
Serwa army camp. She has been our adopted “prisoner of conscience
this year and she was among 2,000 detained members of banned
evangelical churches in Eritrea, including her own Rema church,
which has been subjected to sustained persecution by the Eritrean
government in the last four years.

Helen spent most of her detention in inhuman and degrading
conditions inside a metal shipping container which was used as a
prison cell. The authorities reportedly tortured her many times to
make her recant her faith. In October 2006, she was admitted to
hospital in Asmara as a result of new beatings. She was released in
late October but is said to be confined to a wheelchair due to the
injuries she sustained to her feet and legs. She refused to abandon her
faith despite the threats and ill-treatment.

Notwithstanding Helen Berhane's release, Amnesty Internationa
remains concerned that the systematic persecution of people on the
basis of their religion continues unabated in Eritrea.  We should
continue to hold Helen, and all others persecuted for their religion, in
our prayers.

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Kenneth James Smith 1935 —2006

Family, friends and the congregation of St. Francis were shocked and
grieved at dear Ken's sudden death on Wednesday, 81" November.
During the past two years Ken had wrestled bravely with heart disease
and was to have had a pacemaker fitted two days later. There were
great hopes that this procedure would have stabilised his condition,
and Ken and Doreen had spent a good time in Spain building him up
in readiness for the surgery. Our hearts go out to Doreen and family,
sons, Kevin and Paul and grandchildren.

Ken and Doreen have been active members of St. Francis since the
late 1960's, contributing much to the socia life of the church and
community over a period of about twenty-five years. It was Doreen's
declining health which led them to set up their second home in Spain
where they could walk and swim daily in that more temperate climate.
However, they kept their links in the UK returning each winter to
enjoy the benefits of central heating, and to escape the intense heat in
the summer. It was good to see them sitting in their usual seats at St.
Francis sporting their Mediterranean tans. Over the last two years we
have seen a lot more of Ken while he has been treated for his illness,
and we have held him in our prayers each week. He remained calm
and positive throughout this trying period with a smile for everyone
around him. We shall miss him very much.

His funeral took place at St. Francis on Wednesday, 15" November,
with the church full of family and friends. The service was a
celebration of Ken's happy life and his love of music. We processed
out of church singing the hymn, "O when the saints go marching in E
| want to be there in that number E'.
