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In a Time of Waiting

At this time of year the whole world can seem as if it is waiting for
something to happen. The earth is waiting for the hardiest buds and
shoots to put in an appearance. Meteorologists are waiting to see if
their predictions of a hard winter will come true (not at the time of
writing —famous last words!). At the Vicarage we are waiting to learn
where our son Hugh will be beginning his secondary education in
September. Even in church, we have to wait a month between the end
of Christmastide and the beginning of Lent. Asvicar, | have to say
that it makes a pleasant change from last
year's crashing gear-change as Candlemas
and Ash Wednesday fell on succeeding
Wednesdays, with little time to reflect on the
one or prepare for the other.

There are, too, less pleasant ways in which

to be waiting. As | write, the families and

friends of Norman Kember and his

companions are still waiting anxiously for
news from their captivity in Iraq and the weekly vigils for them
continue in Trafalgar Square and many other places. The people of
Iraq are still waiting impatiently both for news of who will form their
new government a month and more after the parliamentary elections
and for the return of everyday life to a level approaching that before
the American-led invasion. The people of Sri Lanka are waiting
apprehensively to see if the murder of a leading Tamil politician at
Midnight Mass on Christmas Eve and the recent suicide attack on a
navy patrol boat signal the start of a dlide back into civil war.

Waiting is part of the human condition, starting with the nine months
wait for a new life to emerge from the womb. But it isin the waiting
that things imperceptibly happen. That is the lesson of the developing
embryo in the womb and the germinating seeds in the bare earth of
winter. An important part of our growth in the Christian life (above
al in the life of prayer) is learning how to wait, especially when
waiting seems like being shackled rather than at ease. Much of post-
modern culture is about activity, doing things, getting things. Itisless
often about making things —apart, of course, from money —because
the process of creation requires times of attentive waiting.
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W.H. Vanstone has a wonderful illustration of that process when he
describes, in his book Love's Endeavour, Love's Expensel, how he
encouraged two teenage schoolboys facing the potential boredom of
half-term to build a model of an area of countryside that he and they
had recently visited. "As | watched this microcosm of creative
activitye he wrote, "and as later | reflected upon it, three things
gradually became evident to me. The first was that, in such activity,
there was both working and waiting. One could say that the activity
of creating included the passivity of waiting + of waiting upon one's
workmanship to see what emerged from it, and to see if what emerged
was eright'.e

At this time of year, then, as we relax after the celebration of
Christmas and as we prepare for the self-discipline of Lent, |
encourage you to use these weeks to wait on God + not to force your
agenda on him, but to wait for what emerges in his time, not in ours.
AsT.S. Eliot wrote in his 1940 poem *East Coker'? (the second of his
sFour Quartets'):

” | said to my soul, be still, and wait without hope
For hope would be hope for the wrong thing; wait without love
For love would be love of the wrong thing; there is yet faith
But the faith and the hope and the love are all in the waiting.
Wait without thought, for you are not ready for thought:
So the darkness shall be the light, and the stillness the dancing.e

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Differences of opinion

During my brief visit back to High Wycombe over Christmas, | was
speaking to a friend at church who was telling me that, athough she
always enjoyed reading my articles in the Parish Magazine, she didn't
always agree with the points made.

Although | was naturaly a little put out at first, | started thinking
about the experience in a much more positive light. Not only had she
read my article, but she had thought about it. Too often we skim-read
our way through newspapers, books or articles in parish magazines
without stopping to think. While | am dtill of the same opinion
regarding the theology | have written about in the past, | have been
reminded of some valuable |essons.

Firstly, asafairly young Christian of only about 6-7 years, it is easy to
get caught up in a sense of pride. At university | have wonderful
opportunities to go to seminars and prayer meetings, and to listen to
sermons from a wide variety of speakers, all challenging me to focus
on God and to understand his Word more clearly. It is easy for meto
look at people like Elihu in the book of Job and see myself in his
shoes. He was a young believer but really knew his stuff and had no
reservations about getting his elders to listen to him. But, reading 1
Peter 5, | was reminded to @clothe [mysalf] in humilityEbecause God
opposes the proud but gives grace to the humble.°

Secondly, it was a reminder to treat the Bible as what it is. God's
message to us. It is hardly fitting for us to take the word of God and
kid ourselves into thinking we are holy simply because we have read
it (or at least bits of it). God isn't sitting in Heaven with a checklist to
see how many books of the Bible we have read. The Bible, which
comes from God Himself (2 Timothy 3:16), was written to teach us
and He intended for us to understand it for ourselves. | never ceaseto
be amazed at how the Roman Catholic Church opposed the translation
of the Bible out of Latin. Nowadays, we are blessed with the Bible in
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our own language so we no longer have to rely on others to tell us
what it says. we can read it for ourselves.

This brings me back to the issue of the articles. My friend would not
have been able to question my theology if she had not read them
critically and if she had not developed her own interpretation of God's
word through her reading of the Bible. Indeed,

the Bible praises people for Jexamining] the

Scriptures every day to see if what (Saint) Paul

said was true® (Acts 17:11). At the same time it

IS a warning to us against blindly accepting

teaching, because it may be based on the

teacher's own bias or interpretation. There are

several passages in the New Testament that tell

us to beware of false teachers (e.g. Matt 7) and in

1 John 4 we are advised to #est [teachers] to see if the spirit they have
comes from God.° We should all be doing exactly what my friend at
St. Francis did.

At the end of the day, | am a human being and do not understand
everything that God has told us through the Bible. Just like the Pope
(and even our own vicar!) | am not perfect and | will inevitably make
mistakes in my interpretation of the Bible, as indeed will my friend
who disagreed with some of my articles. It is my responsibility as a
writer to humbly recognise that my understanding may be flawed, and
it isyour duty as areader to read critically. For example, if Tony or |
have quoted from the Bible as evidence for our arguments, try looking
up the references in your own Bible. You should then be able to
understand the context better and whether the passage is applicable to
the article or sermon. And if you agree with what was written or said,
it allows you to read relevant passages in more detall than we have
been able to go into.

Lastly, if you disagree with something specific | have written or with
something Tony has said in a sermon = tell us! Somebody else might
not be able to recognise if we have said something wrong or quoted
out of context, and we need to be able to correct ourselves.

Well, St Francis had pledged to serve
only Fairtrade products at church events. This includes not only at
coffee time after the Sunday 10.00 am. service, but also on every
occasion when the words “Refreshments will be served in the Church
Hall' appear in the notices.

When you buy or use Fairtrade products you know that the producer
has been paid afair wage * this can be alife line in the Third World.

During Fairtrade fortnight, and occasionally at other times, a Fairtrade
stal stands in the foyer of the Wellesbourne building of Bucks
Chilterns University College. A shift rota is set up to serve at the
stall, which is manned by Tony Dickinson, members of the Church
Traidcraft rota and other church friends. More volunteers are aways
welcome.

Besides buying goods, staff and students show much interest in the
ethics of Fairtrade. The goods sold on this stall include the same as
those stocked on the Traidcraft stall which operates every Sunday in
the Church Hall at coffee time.

Talking of which, have you looked at the stall recently? The range of
goods iswide and the quality isfirst class. Fairtrade products are now
finding their way into supermarkets + long may this continue and
expand as, like it or not, the influence of the supermarkets is truly
global.

15t February —Who was Thomas Bray?

Born in Shropshire in 1656 and educated at Oxford, the Revd
Thomas Bray was the effective founder of our two oldest church
societies. He first became well known through his writing and in
1695 this led to the Bishop of London recommending him as his
representative to the Governor of Maryland. There was along delay
before he could leave England and he spent the time
recruiting missionaries, but they were poor men who
could not afford books so he made the provision of a
library a condition of his serving in Maryland. He
developed this idea into one to provide deanery
libraries throughout the church, and upwards of
eighty were established in England and 39 in America before his
death. This library scheme developed into the Society for Promoting
Christian Knowledge (SPCK). Bray finally got to Maryland in 1699,
and in 1701 he secured a charter from the king
for the incorporation of a society to propagate
the gospel in the plantations, an organisation still
surviving as the United Society for the Propagation of the Gospel
(USPG). In 1706, Bray returned to England where he campaigned

for the davesin America until his death on 15 February 1730.

Leading by example

The Church Council has been looking at the ways that we as a church
can be more environmentally-aware and, in particular, how we can
make appropriate resource decisions.

Some of these issues are major and long-term. For example, we need
to consider what options we have when the church heating needs
renewing or replacing. This will probably not be for five years or so,
but we need to think about it now so that we are prepared when the
time comes. There are other possible major projects to consider,
including the possibility of using solar panels to generate electricity.

In the short term there are many smaller ways that we can al make a
difference, at home and at church, such as through recycling. In the
November 2005 magazine we highlighted how the British Heart
Foundation shop in High Wycombe was collecting old mobile phone
handsets for recycling. The Church Council has decided to make an
effort to collect used printer ink and laser toner cartridges for
recycling - please look out for the box at the back of church and use
it.
