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Harassed and helpless?

Last month, the Church Council spent some time discussing a
proposal that the Churches of East Wycombe should go ”prayer
visitinge once a month down selected streets on this side of our town.
Thisis something that many congregations do in different parts of the
country and, as David Foster explained when he visited us on 12t
June, it can be a fruitful point of contact between local Christians and
people who normally never go near a church building. | think it
would be fair to say that the tone of the Church
Council‘s discussion was interested but not
enthusiastic, and the general sense of the
meeting was summed up when somebody said
” As a congregation, we're very happy to collect
for Christian Aid or to push publicity leaflets
through the door at Christmas and Easter, but
we're a bit reticent about talking to people
about God.e -

But if we

don't talk to people about God, who
will? That's an increasingly serious
guestion. As we read the Gospels,
we discover the compassion of Jesus
for the ordinary people of the land,
"because they were harassed and
helpless, like sheep without a
shepherde (Matthew 9:36). We live
in a society where people are just as harassed and helpless as the
crowds who followed Jesus —and where people live at about 100
times the speed of life in first-century Palestine. The result is that we
live in a society which is well on the way to a collective nervous
breakdown —a breakdown that is well-nigh inevitable if people of
faith can‘t overcome their reticence and talk to distracted neighbours
about the God who loves them and values them and cares for them in
away that their employers, or their customers, or their colleagues, or
(sadly sometimes) even their families don't.

The radical American Christian Jim Wallis tells a vivid and alarming
story about a young man in Boston (Massachusetts), trying to escape
from two other men armed with automatic weapons. He ducked into
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a church where a service was in progress, imagining that he would be
safe there. His attackers didn't even pause at the door. They rushed
in and opened fire. Everyone dived for cover as the inside of the
church was sprayed with bullets. There was, as you may imagine, a
great deal of shock and horror among Church leaders at this violation
of sacred space. An African-American pastor, however, offered a
different perspective when he said: df the church won't come into the
streets, the streets will come into the church.®

If you have read The Bucks Free Press recently, or if you listen to
news bulletins on the loca radio stations, you will know that street
violence is not something that is safely quarantined on the other side
of the Atlantic. Nor is it confined to the big cities of the United
Kingdom. Since the middie of May there have been a murder and an
attempted murder on the borders of this parish. Reticence, | suspect,
IS no longer an option for Christians if our society is to be brought to
anything like wholeness. In the same passage that | quoted above, St
Matthew tells us that Jesus's response to the needs of the people was
to go about 2all the cities and villages(E proclaiming the good news of
the kingdom, and curing every disease and every sickness® (Matthew
10:35). We, too, have good news to share and sickness to heal in the
name of Jesus Christ, who commissions each of us at our baptism to
continue hiswork of bringing healing and hope to the world.

27" July —Who was Brook Foss Westcott?

Born in 1825, Brooke Foss Westcott was a scholar and bishop who
became one of the leading church characters in the Victorian era
After he was ordained Westcott became a master at Harrow School,
where he wrote a series of scholarly works on the Bible. His
expertise eventually led to him becoming
Professor of Divinity a the University of

Cambridge in 1870, where he remained until :
1890. There he led a revival in British biblical ‘fﬁ ;
studies and theology and became influential in -
the field of Anglican social thought. He played a ;
significant part in the founding of the Clergy
Training School in Cambridge, which was later ™
renamed Westcott House in his memory. From
1890 Westcott was Bishop of Durham, where he g
came face to face with the problems and challeng& of the Industrlal
Revolution in the shape of the 1892 Durham miners' strike, in which
he was a mediator. He died on 27th July 1901.

Lightning strikes St Andrew's Totteridge

The little church of St Andrew at Totteridge is still fondly
remembered in the local community, even though it is nearly 28 years
since it closed and its congregation was merged with that of St
Francis. Built in 1894 as a Mission Church, in what was then part of
the parish of Holy Trinity Hazlemere, it had a lively and eventful life.

St Andrew's was not by any stretch of the imagination an imposing
building, but one of its most prominent features was a bell-turret,
housing asingle bell. On 6" July 1954 this was struck by lightning in
a thunderstorm, causing a fire. As a consequence of the damage this
caused, the turret had to be removed and the bell was stored (it
eventually found anew homein Nigerial).

The picture above was taken shortly after the lightning struck and
comes from the collection of Mrs Olive Harvey of Totteridge, who
has kindly allowed me to reproduce it. It was taken by her neighbour
in Keens Close at the time, Ron Hawes, who was then the only onein
the street with acamera.

Art Exhibition - September

An Artist writes...

A major event in our 75" Anniversary celebrations is the Art Exhibition to be
held in the church from 12t September, when it will be opened by the Bishop of
Oxford. One of the artists whose work will form a large part of this exhibition is
Elizabeth Lampson, who is a member of the church now as she was when it was
first built. Here she tells us something about her life and local connections.

It has been full circle. | was born in High Wycombe. My parents
lived in Pretoria Road and we worshipped at the Church of St Francis
of Assisl, Terriers = | remember when it was being built and in those
days it stood like a cathedral surrounded by fields. Our family name
was Ludlow, and many people would remember the hill at the bottom
of Amersham Hill was known as Ludlow's Corner. My mother was a
Hearn, and the John W. Hearn shoe shop in Frogmore remains a
familiar sight. My parents built the house which is now the South
Bucks Hospice and they lived there for thirty-five years.

| was educated at Godstowe School and then at Oakdene in
Beaconsfield. On leaving | attended Wycombe College of Art, where
| studied for four years and was given a wonderful foundation under
the guidance of Mr John Denham.

My first job was at the J. Arthur Rank Studios at Moor Hall in
Cookham, where | worked as a painter for four years before accepting
a position as draughtsman at the Pressed Steel Company at Cowley,
Oxford. Six months later | was promoted to the department
responsible for designing parts of refrigerators and cars. This gave
me invaluable experience in technical drawing, enabling me to move
to the Prestcold division, where | began to produce their advertising
and exhibition designs. My work involved designing exhibition
stands for the Ideal Home Exhibitions, the Milan Fair, the Brussels
International Fair and agricultural shows such as the Smithfield Show
and the Dairy Show.

| worked in this capacity for twelve years until | married and we had
two children. | missed my work and continued to paint as much as
possible, exhibiting locally. Then when we moved to Essex |
participated in exhibitions at the Royal Society of Oil Painters and
Royal Society of British Artists. At the same time | approached John
Whibley, who had a gallery in London, and there | was accepted as a
galery artist. My paintings were exhibited there for about seven
years and during that time | exhibited also at The Mall Galleries.
There a painting called "Finders Keepers caught the eye of Christina
Foyle and she invited me to join Foyles as a book-jacket designer for
their book clubs. | worked for her for five years.

It was at this time that the Right Reverend David Sheppard, then the
Bishop of Southwark, invited me to hold an exhibition of my
paintings in Southwark Cathedral, which | was honoured to accept.
Since this event in 1975 | have concentrated on painting further
religious compositions and landscapes.

| returned to Buckinghamshire in 1990 after the death of my husband
and to complete the circle | have rgoined the congregation of St
Francis of Assisi church. Now | am honoured to be part of the 75t
anniversary celebrations. It is with real joy that we anticipate the
presence of the Right Reverend Richard Harries, Bishop of Oxford, at
this very special timein the life of our church.

The most difficult question (there were no correct answers) was
awhere is the millennium tree, and what speciesisit?® Thetreeisa
yew, taken from one estimated to be living at the time of Christ,
which was given to St Francis Church by the Conservation
Foundation in 2000. Planted just below the Garden of Remembrance
on the south side of the church, it is presently just a small tree which
has grown only afew inchesin its five years at Terriers, but it should
be about 30 feet high by 2050.

The second difficult question was awhat is the name and number of
the oldest house in the parish®. There was one correct answer, which
was "Old Beams' in Totteridge Lane, parts of which date from the late
16" century - over 400 years ago.

One of my favourite German worship songs is a version of Psalm 23
(8The Lord's my shepherdE®, and has the following lines
(trandated) in the bridge:

And you know me, just as| am
«Cause you made me, just as| am
And you love me, just as | am

God knows me in awesome detail: @ven the hairs of your head are
all numbered® (Matt 10:30). He knows my every thought, my every
desire and my every action £ before | do it + He knows me better than
| know myself. And He does so because He made me. #-or He chose
usCE before the creation of the world to be holy and blamelessin His
sight® (Eph 1:4) - my individual fate was on His mind before He even
created the first man.

If He can see everything about me, then how great must His love be,
that He loves me despite of everything I've done? It is easy to feel
guilty for everything we have done and to doubt our own self-worth.
To look at the other people in Church and see how 2holy®° they are and
how we could never hope to be that blessed. But this train of thought
leads in only one direction.

In his book The Christian Looks at Himself, Dr Anthony Hoekema
guotes ayoung black man, who in protest against the way he had been
made to feel inferior by the white people, hung a banner in his room:
4'm me and I'm good, ‘cause God don't make junk.° God made
each and every one of us, knowing exactly what we were and what we
were to become. To doubt the value of ourselvesis to question God's
skill as adesigner.

But not only that, the Bible talks of how we have been made as a
new creation® (e.g. 2 Cor 5:17), or of how we have been %orn

again® (e.g. John 3) as Christians. We have become sons and
daughters of God and &f we are children, then we are heirs = heirs of
God and co-heirs with Christ.® (Romans 8:17). Have you ever
stopped to consider the gravity of this?

Firstly, think about the parable of the prodigal son in Luke 15. He
was not reinstated simply as a worker in his father's house, but as a
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son + with everything that comes with it. Despite the mistakes he had
made, he had access to all the family's riches and every ounce of
shame was blotted out.

Secondly, what does it mean to be an heir of God and a co-heir with
Christ? Once we have been reborn and had our sins washed away, we
can @approach (His) throne of grace with confidence® (Heb 4:16). We
have been 3levated® to the level of Christ, because we both have the
same #Father® £ or to trandate the Greek Abba more accurately + the
same @PDad.° And as John mentions in his Gospel: A slave has no
permanent place in the family, but a son belongs to it for ever® (John
8:36).

The point | am trying to make here is threefold, just as in the song |
mentioned at the beginning: God knows us inside out, because He
designed us to be that way. And this is the way He loves us. It is
absurd to think of God as having created us in a way that does not
please Him, jut as it is unthinkable to think that Jesus would have
gone to the crossif he did not love us more than himself.

I'll leave you with a quote from the Bard himself, taken from Henry
V: 8df-loveis not so vile asin as self-neglect.° Prideis an easy trap
to fal into, but we must not let ourselves fall into the trap of
forgetting how much our Dad loves us.
