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Attaining our goal

One of the problems about writing for a monthly magazine is that the
lead-times required by the processes of editing and production leave
too many unknowns in the world outside the Vicarage study.  A
topical letter about the World Cup?  No chance!  At the time of
writing I don‘t even know whether England have beaten Trinidad and
Tobago or vice versa.  We have, however seen some fairly spectacular
goals in recent weeks; not all of them on the football fields of
Germany.

Two goals that it is particularly appropriate to celebrate this month are
both, in one way or another, financial.  They also, more importantly,

represent a shot at the goal set by Jesus when he
identified as the greatest commandment in the
Law the commandment to love God with all our
heart and soul and mind and strength and linked
with it the commandment to love our neighbour as
ourselves.  Our annual Lent Project, like Christian
Aid Week, is an expression of our love for the one
who is our neighbour, even though that neighbour
lives in another town, or on another continent.  It

is a love that is expressed (to borrow words from the first letter of St
John) not in word and speech but in deed and action.  

On 9th July, at the Parish Communion, we shall hand over cheques to
the value of more than £2500 (or, if you don‘t do noughts, £2.5K) to
Robert Breakwell, the Appeals Director of the Iain Rennie Hospice at
Home.  Robert, you may remember, launched this year‘s Lent Project
at the Pancake Party on Shrove Tuesday.  That total is a record,
certainly in the twelve years I have been in Terriers, for the Lent
Project.  It would have been a record even without the amazing £500
in sponsorship money which Chris and Juliet Chandler squeezed out
of friends and colleagues after their successful participation in the
midnight hike organised by Langley and Iver Rotarians.
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Similarly, since the middle of May, Terry Dean and his team of
helpers have been counting and banking over £2000 of donations to
Christian Aid.  Again this is a record for Terriers — and one that was
achieved against heavy odds.  Like the England footballers in
Germany, we have suffered from injuries and absences and were
unable to put out a full-strength team of collectors, with the result that
we were not able to collect in all our allocated roads.  Despite this,
those who went out collecting encountered great goodwill and
generosity on the doorsteps, not least from our Muslim neighbours.
That was an encouragement in a culture where the media are
increasingly inclined to marginalise, even to be hostile to, Christians.

The successful achievement of these two goals leads me to ponder a
deep and difficult question.  In our congregation we can tap into
considerable reserves of energy, ingenuity
and enthusiasm.  On the doorsteps of this
parish we regularly receive a favourable
reception from people who have little or no
contact with the Church.  How can we make
the connection between that energy,
ingenuity and enthusiasm and that
favourable disposition in such a way as to
draw more people into a living relationship with God through Jesus
Christ?  That, after all, is the goal of the Church's existence.

Two further meetings took
place involving Tony and Stephen in order to find the best way
forward for St. Francis.  

We are using the two following publications to help us in our work:
Protecting all God‘s Children from The House of Bishops, and
Protecting Children in the Diocese of Oxford.  In May the Parochial
Church Council adopted the latest policies.  Have you seen the new
one displayed in the porch?

We look for your support to enable us to develop this work to help
and care for the children at St. Francis now and in the future.  If you
have any questions or concerns please do not hesitate to let us know.

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Parish Prayer

I wonder if you have noticed that in the •Dates for your Diary' section
of the magazine there is a weekly Saturday slot for the 9.30 a.m.
Prayer Group, and, having noticed, perhaps wondered about it.  Well a
prayer group as such could sound a bit nebulous, but our remit is
prayer for the ministry of St. Francis Church and the parish.  We pray
on Saturday mornings when the church is being cleaned and prepared
for the Sunday services.  We meet in the vestry to avoid being in the
way of the cleaners, who are welcome to join us in prayer even for a
few minutes.

Our format is to pray for the vicar (or any other preacher) as he
prepares to lead and preach on the following day, and also for the
churchwardens and sidesmen in their ministry of welcome.  We also
pray for the Sunday School children and their leaders, the choir,
readers, intercessors, flower arrangers, those who clean the church
and those who work in our grounds.  We remember especially the
infants or adults, with their families, who may be baptised the next
day, and the families undergoing baptism preparation.  We also pray
for all who are sick or troubled in any way.  We look ahead to
meetings and events, praying that they may be successful.

Then we turn to the Parish Daily Prayer Cycle, a leaflet divided into
three columns of thirty-one days.  The first column is devoted to the
schools, clubs, shop-keepers, sheltered housing, the groups who use
our Church Hall, and many other aspects of life in the parish.  The
second column lists all the roads in the parish, and the third column
lists concerns in the wider world.  On Saturdays we pray for
everything listed in the following seven days.  It is strangely
satisfying to pray for the streets in the parish — each mentioned slowly
and pictured in our minds, and to particularly remember those who
have any contact with the church.

Why do we do this?  Because it is not our church — it is God's, and
without his grace and guidance we will have neither the strength or
wisdom to carry out his will.  So we commit every aspect of the life
of this church, parish and people to our all-wise and all-loving God in
trust and with thanksgiving.

I wonder how familiar the congregation is with the Parish Daily
Prayer Cycle, for I feel it could be much more widely used (it is
available in the rack on the table at the back of the church).  The
prayer group presently consists of the proverbial •two or three
gathered', and it would be good if others could join us.  As we are all
busy people we try to keep to thirty minutes.  

If you are unable to get to church and would like a copy of the Prayer
Cycle as a focus for daily prayer, do contact me (% 531023) or any
other member of the church.  Perhaps you would set aside that half-
hour on Saturdays to pray with us from your home.  To be going on
with, the list of streets is given opposite, so do get praying!

Finally, I should perhaps emphasise that the prayer group is the •lay'
contribution to the ministry of prayer of St. Francis Church.  Prayer
for the parish and, in particular, for the wider world takes place in
church every day at Morning and Evening Prayer (7.30 a.m. and 5.30
p.m. respectively) and is open to all.

9th August ± Who was Mary Sumner?
Mary Sumner was born Mary Elizabeth Heywood in 1828 at
Swinton, near Manchester. Her family moved to Herefordshire in
1832 and she was educated at home.  In 1848 she married a young

clergyman, George Sumner, the youngest
son of the Bishop of Winchester and they
moved to Old Alresford in 1851.  Mary
and George had a family of two girls and a
boy and Mary took a special interest in
women and their families.  In 1876 she
called a meeting at the Rectory to which
she invited not only those of her own
social class, but all the village mothers,
something unusual in itself for that era.
On this occasion, she became very

nervous, and her husband had to stand in for her, inviting the ladies
back the following week - this was the inaugural
meeting of the Mothers' Union.  Mary Sumner saw the
MU become a worldwide organisation before her death
in August 1921 and she is buried with her husband in
the gardens at the rear of Winchester Cathedral.
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Need a helping hand?

Allow me to begin by apologising for not having contributed to last
month's parish magazine.  By sending in an article every month for
the last few years I have often felt a little bit like St. Paul and how he
longed to see the Thessalonians, but had to make do with writing
them letters.  So when I broke my wrist a few weeks ago I was
disappointed at losing the opportunity to stay in contact with you.

One of the things that has really hit home since my injury is the
helplessness I am currently suffering.  I have had a plaster cast for a
while now, and consequently have to rely on friends to do things like
opening jars for me and cutting up my dinner.  I don't know if any of
you have been in a similar situation, but it can be incredibly
frustrating to lose your independence.  It's not easy to accept help and
we try to `soldier on' despite the pain; to believe that we can get
through it on our own.

This has reminded me of how we stand in relation to God.  I recall a
sermon I heard last year, in which the speaker was telling us of how
he'd heard someone preaching on the Good Samaritan when he was in
Africa.  What he found interesting is that we always seem to interpret

this parable (which can be
found in Luke 10) as a
challenge for us to help others,
regardless of whether or not we
like them.  But in Africa, they
look at it the other way around.
For them, the focus of Jesus'
teaching was on the waylaid
traveller and how he accepted
help from the Samaritan, even
though he was his enemy. 

In the same way, we could look at Matthew 7 from the point of view
of the receiver rather than the giver.  Jesus' explanation of God's
ability to give good gifts used the idea that a human father would not
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give his son a stone when he asked for bread (v. 9).  This was
preceded, however, by the famous verse ”ask and it will be given to
you• (v. 7).  I have often quoted Mark 10:15 (”anyone who will not
receive the kingdom of God like a little child will never enter it•) and
I think it applies here too.  Sometimes we just need to see ourselves as
that child asking his father for bread.  Only then can we really see
God as He is ± the Father who provides for us.  The one who tells us
not to worry about anything because He cares for us so much and will
not let us go hungry (Matt 6:25-34).

My church in Bath organises a service at the hospital's chapel once a
month, where I helped out last week.  Essentially we went round the
wards and asked people if they wanted to come to the service with us,
and if so, we would wheel them down to the chapel.  In one ward,
there were many people who were not interested, but I also spoke to
two ladies who wanted me to pray for them since they couldn't be
moved.  

Although I found it hard to pray for these women when I knew
nothing about them, I imagine it was just as hard for them to let me do
so, especially since we were in the middle of a hospital ward with
several other people around at the time.  I thank God for their
willingness to accept their weakness and ask for help.

But what can we learn from this?  I'm sure I don't need to remind you
of the importance of prayer or of our humility before God, and indeed
before other people.  But in my experience, the healing process can
only begin when we acknowledge our pain and our need and accept
that we require God's help.  As King David wrote in Psalm 23, we
still have to walk down the valley of the shadow of death at times, but
the reason we have nothing to fear is because God is with us.  It has
nothing to do with our own ability to get through the hard times with
grit and proud determination.

I don't know what struggles you are facing at the moment or what is
to come.  All I know is that if you seek God, you will find Him (Matt
7:7-8) and that ”everyone who calls on the name of the Lord will be
saved• (Acts 2:21).  Please don't let pride get in the way of you
having a relationship with the living God, who offers us so much.

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Leaf identity revealed ± in Italy
In the June magazine I described finding some pressed leaves in an
old guide book to Northern Italy (`Leaves among the leaves' on page
12) and mentioned that I had been unable to identify them.  The
answer arrived in an appropriate way ± through a holiday in Italy ±
and, as we shall see, in an appropriate place.

For the half-term week Veronica and I went to Riva, a resort at the
northern tip of Lake Garda and described in my 1927 guide as `a
lively and agreeable little town'.  One of the excursions we did was to
take the lake boat to Limone, a town on the western shore renowned
for many centuries as the most northerly centre of lemon cultivation
in Europe.  From the 17th century a distinctive landscape developed as
rows of white pillars were built on terraces up the hillside along the
shore in order to provide temporary greenhouses for the cold winter
months.  The shells of many of these structures remain, and in the
1990s the local council bought and refurbished a complex of them,
planted around fifty varieties of citrus trees in it and opened it to
visitors in 2004 as La Limonaia del Castel (the Lemon Castle).

During our stop in Limone we visited the Lemon Castle and, when
looking at the citrus trees, Veronica noticed a similarity in some of the
leaves to those from my old book.  We brought home a couple of
specimens and there was certainly a degree of likeness.  With this new
focus a search on the internet eventually produced a photo showing a
spray of lemon leaves, complete with the distinctive teeth on the
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stems which were clearly visible on those from the book.  It was
convincing evidence that these were indeed leaves from a lemon tree.

Last month I wrote that the leaves may have come from Fiesole, the
town near Florence which has a Franciscan presence.  The guide to La
Limonaia del Castel revealed another twist to this story.  The
cultivation of lemons on Lake Garda was introduced from Genoa in
the 13th century by the Franciscan monks at Gargnano, on the western
shore to the south of Limone, where their church and cloister survive.

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Caught in the web

This year the internet-enabled among you may have noticed the
appearance of email addresses on our website, and in the Parish
Magazine, which are of the form somebody@terrierschurch.org.uk
and wondered what was going on.  These make use of a feature called
`email forwarding' which is available as part of our website.  This
means that I, as Webmaster, can set up an email address using our
`domain name' (that's the terrierschurch.org.uk bit) with a prefix that
reflects a particular role or function.  I can then associate that email
address with one or more `real' email addresses so that, for example,
copies of any email addressed to wardens@terrierschurch.org.uk will
be sent to both Val Jones and Peter Gee.  

There are several advantages to this.  One is that email directed to a
particular function can be addressed to a generic address, and the
email forwarding will ensure that it goes to the current person or to
several people carrying out that function.  Another is that when a new
person takes over responsibility for a church activity, the email
address does not change.  For example, if you send email to
editor@terrierschurch.org.uk then at present it comes to me (wearing
my editor's hat) but, when my successor takes over at the end of the
year, it will go to them.  It is also possible to make temporary
redirections, so that when somebody is on holiday their church email
can be forwarded to a deputy or deputies.

If you perform a role for the church or a church organisation and
would find this service useful, do come and discuss it with me.
