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Back to Earth
After the celebrations of Pentecost and Trinity Sunday the Church
slips into the routine (give or take the occasional saint‘s day) of what
our Roman Catholic brothers and sisters call ”ordinary time•.  After
the excitements of the past two or three months, with the death of
Pope John Paul II and the election of Cardinal Josef Ratzinger as
Benedict XVI followed rapidly by one of the more interesting general
elections in recent years, we might be tempted to stress the
”ordinariness• of the coming months in other areas of life, too.  This
is a temptation I‘m very much aware of as I
write these words in anticipation of a visit to
Burgundy (to explore the possibility of a
partnership between our diocese and the
Roman Catholic Archdiocese of Dijon) leading
immediately into a visit to Germany (for the
Kirchentag in Hannover).

But, as St Francis de Sales, the 16th century Bishop of Geneva,
repeatedly pointed out to the people who wrote to him for spiritual
advice, it is not so much in the great crises of life as in the everyday

routine that Christians are made ready for
the kingdom of God.  ”Soul-making• (a
term which has rather fallen out of use)
happens as we respond to the challenges of
the everyday, the little hurts and
humiliations, the small temptations, the
difficult encounters.  We can either face up
to them and use them to God‘s glory and
our own progress in the life of faith or we
can let them become an excuse for giving
up because it‘s all too much like hard

work.  In an age in which instant gratification has become something
of an art form, to rejoice in the ordinary, to resist the lure of the
”quick fix• and to settle down for the long haul is to engage in
activity which is seriously counter-cultural.  Faithfulness in
relationships, care for an ailing parent or partner, living with
contentment and hospitality on a limited income, coping cheerfully
with declining powers of body or mind — these are not fashionable
” life-style choices•.
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They are, however, important elements in the training of a Christian, a
reminder that being a disciple of Jesus Christ has more in common
with running a marathon or a steeple-chase than it does with taking
part in the 100-metre sprint or the 60-metre hurdles.  There are no
short-cuts to holiness.  The ªquick fixº will not deal with every
problem and may indeed make it worse (ask almost any Iraqi).  As St
Paul wrote to the Christians of Rome nineteen and a half centuries
ago, ªsuffering produces endurance, and endurance produces
character, and character produces hope, and hope does not disappoint
us, because God's love has been poured into our hearts through the
Holy Spirit that has been given to us.º

So, as I return to Terriers at the beginning of June, after ten days
sharing the life of Christians in France and Germany, what matters
will not be the new things that I have discovered but how I ªearthº
them in my ministry in this parish.  Extraordinary events can be
helpful, as we have seen during recent weeks, in broadening horizons
and deepening understanding, but it is the action of God's Spirit on
ordinary people in ordinary time which produces the most
extraordinary fruit.

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It has been well documented by various branches of government that
2005 is the year of the volunteer. Gordon Brown's aims are to
increase the number of volunteers, open up more volunteering
opportunities and thank the astonishing 22 million Britons who put in
up to 90 million voluntary hours each week.

An integral part of this initiative is to involve more young people in
voluntary projects, because their interest, apparently, is low.
However, far from this being the case, research has proven that many
young people believe in the value of voluntary work for the good of
society and themselves — citing motivations as gaining work
experience, qualifications and skills.

High Wycombe's very own Fresh Noise is an organisation allowing
youngsters the opportunity to achieve these attributes.  A church-
affiliated project, Fresh Noise began in January 2004, with the express
purpose of organising events that benefit the local community as well
as encourage young people (aged 12 - 25) to celebrate their faith.

A highly successful week of activities followed in the summer of
2004, with repairing schoolyards, clearing areas of natural beauty and
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children's activities just three examples of many highly successful
assignments.  The series of events was repeated more recently this
April when the organisation received an extremely positive response
from Sir William Ramsay School and Oakridge School.  In addition,
Iain Rennie Memorial Wood enjoyed a much needed clean up thanks
to Fresh Noise volunteers to mention just a few.

Importantly, Fresh Noise's activities go beyond just community
action.  Recent events have included a forum on trade justice and
world poverty, and workshops for musicians of all standards.  Sports,
social action and the regular •Fresh Café' are also features of Fresh
Noise.

It is initiatives such as Fresh Noise that allow young people to realise
the importance of community and take pride in their local
surroundings.  We see adolescents gain a sense of purpose and enjoy
the satisfaction of teamwork and camaraderie.  These qualities will
hopefully serve these youthful volunteers well in the future, and
perhaps lead to a long-term commitment to volunteering.

Fresh Noise is a Christian organisation, but extends its appeal to all
with a mind to help out in their locality, promoting universally
applicable values.  While retaining its core ethos from Bible
teachings, Fresh Noise is an option to those with a social awareness
and a desire to volunteer, potentially regardless of religious
standpoint.

Here we have a shining example in this year of the volunteer, and one
the area can be proud of.  Far from there being a serious lack of young
people participating in voluntary work, this project demonstrates that
there is a significant, dedicated portion of the nation's adolescents and
young adults committed to making a difference; perhaps they are
disillusioned and disheartened with an increasingly commercialised,
corporate and in many ways immoral world.

Fresh Noise welcomes everyone interested to its next weekend of
activities, taking place on the weekend of 4th - 5th June.  The exact
nature of these projects are currently being finalised, but volunteers
can be assured there will be an assortment of tasks available, from
creative projects to social action.

Who was Evelyn Underhill?
Evelyn Underhill was born at Wolverhampton in 1875, daughter of a
wealthy lawyer, and studied history and botany at King's College for
Women, London.  Her first publication, a book of humorous verse
concerned with the law, appeared in 1902.  In 1907 Evelyn married
Hubert Moore, a barrister, whom she had known since childhood.  In
the same year she became a Christian and
the rest of her life was devoted to religious
work, notably writing and visiting the poor
and needy.  She published an important
book, Mysticism, in 1911, and her other
publications include three novels, several
works on philosophy and religion, and
critical essays on mystics. She also wrote
for The Spectator (of which she was for
some years the theological editor) and later
for Time and Tide.  As she grew older the
work of spiritual direction became her chief
interest, and in 1921 she moved from following Roman Catholicism
to became a practising Anglican. She also became deeply interested
in the Greek Orthodox Church.  During World War I Evelyn worked
for Naval Intelligence but her views changed and by 1939 she was a
pacifist.  She joined the Anglican Pacifist Fellowship and wrote an
uncompromising pamphlet, The Church and War, in 1940. She died
at Hampstead on 15th June 1941.

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Community History

When did Eric de Maré visit Terriers?
When looking for suitable material to include in the Parish Magazine
for its 75th anniversary year, I visited the English Heritage ViewFinder

catalogue - a wonderful place to browse if
you  have an interest in historic buildings.
There I found four photographs of our
church, held by the National Monuments
Record (NMR) from the collection of the
late Eric de Maré.  Of Swedish parentage,
Eric was born in London in 1910 and
trained as an Architect from 1928 to 1933.
Although he practised only from 1936 to
1940, he was to make his name as a writer
and photographer, exerting a strong
influence on the new generation of
architects in the post-war era.

Eric had worked and travelled in Sweden during the 1930s and much
of his early writing promoted Swedish Modernism.  Back in England
during the war, ill health restricted him
to serving in the Home Guard; this gave
him the opportunity to write and his
first book was published in 1942.  The
following year he became acting editor
of The Architects‘ Journal, remaining
there  until 1946 (his successor was one
Nikolaus Pevsner).

Eric decided to go freelance and it was
then that, in addition to his writing, his
skills as a photographer became
apparent, especially through his pictures
published in Architectural Review. In
1948 he made a 600 mile tour to
photograph English canals, with the
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results published in an article and a book.  Then in 1956 he was
commissioned to travel throughout England photographing the
buildings of the Industrial Revolution.  His later work included
pictures of modern power generation plants.

Amidst all this, Eric found time to visit Terriers and photograph our
church of St Francis of Assisi ± but when?  Unfortunately the photos
in the NMR are undated and
merely listed as from the
period 1945-1980.  Judging
by the vegetation in the
external views and the
decoration and furnishings in
the internal view my guess is
that they were taken between
1957 and the mid 1960s.

I have reproduced all four
pictures in this magazine ±
one on the cover and the rest
with this article ± in the hope
that someone may be able to
give a more precise dating of
when Eric de Maré made his
visit to Terriers.  If you can
shed any light on this then
please let me know.

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Asylum Seekers
The Bishop of Oxford launches an initiative

The Bishop of Oxford was among a group of Christians who launched
an initiative to help asylum seekers who are treated unfairly.  They did
this through a letter published in The Times on Wednesday 4th May.

Although issues like these may seem far away from us in Terriers, this
is not the case. During Tony Dickinson's absence in France and
Germany during the latter part of May we welcomed Fr James
Mukunga as his substitute.  Fr Mukunga is a refugee from Zimbabwe
and, thanks be to God, his claim for asylum was granted.  He and his
family have been reunited and are presently living in St Mary and St
George's Vicarage in Sands.

End of an era?

During the Annual Parochial Church Meeting on 24th April,
parishioners voted to discontinue the regular Sunday evening services
due to their lack of support, although occasional special services
would continue to take place.  The last regular service was the Choral
Evensong on Trinity Sunday.
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Give me love in my heart, keep me serving
An issue I have struggled with recently has been in loving other
people.  I have never had a particular problem in loving God but I find
it hard to really care about what happens to the people around me
beyond having a passing interest.  Matthew 6 tells of how we should
not do our ªacts of righteousnessº before
men, but to trust that God will see them
and reward us.

But then we come to the recurrent question
of whether we do our good turns in order
to be rewarded.  What is our motivation?
If I go out of my way to help somebody
(without them necessarily knowing about
it), am I doing it because I want to please
God?  Or am I doing it out of love for the
person I am helping?  Too often I find myself taking solace in the fact
that God appreciates my efforts, without stopping to think about the
consequences for the person I have just helped.

In my opinion, it cannot simply be about serving God ± that would
imply that He needs our help.  But just as God uses people like you
and me to spread the Gospel rather than simply writing messages in
the clouds, He also uses us to show His love.  If He sees His children
in need, He can either step in Himself, or use us.

Several months ago, an African girl came to our church in Germany.
She only spoke English ± and with a strong African accent, so even
the Germans who speak excellent English had significant difficulty
conversing with her.  I was one of the only people who could speak to
her properly.  While she was here (her visa ran out at Christmas) I had
to sacrifice a great deal of my time and my enjoyment because I was
the only one there she could talk to.  I could not simply leave her on
her own.
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Throughout this time, my thoughts were always directed at God ± I
knew that He had seen what I was doing and that He knew what I had
done despite the annoyance of having to play chaperone all the time.
I never really thought of it as directly helping her. Indeed, I don't have
the slightest clue what she is doing now, or even where she is.

It's a very thin line.  If we serve somebody for their sake, we run the
risk of crossing the line into seeking praise.  Yet if we serve somebody
for God's sake, we run the risk of doing it without love.  Passages
such as 1 Corinthians 13 can then prove troubling; ªIf I give all I
possess to the poor and surrender my body to the flames, but have not
love, I gain nothing.º  How then can we serve lovingly?

My church back in Bath suggested that every church member serve in
two different teams.  The first team should be doing something they
enjoy (for me this is helping out with the children during the services)
and the second should be doing something you struggle with (like
interpreting at my church in Frankfurt).  On the one hand, God made
you a certain way, where you are good at certain things.  On the other
hand, we need to rely on God and serve although we find it hard.
That is how we grow, and through it we can appreciate the fact that
our sacrifice benefits others.

It is this balance that I feel is the key.  Stories such as the one that
happened with this African girl can lead to one being overburdened
while serving ± it must be balanced by service that one enjoys.

The greatest commandment is to love God and to love your fellow
man.  The love I am talking about here is a choice, not a feeling.  We
need not wait until this feeling hits us before we serve others, or
before we serve God.  It is sometimes hard to make the decision to
love if we are suffering under hard circumstances, but if we learn to
serve others and can love them for who they are ± the way God loves
them, then we can really make a differenceŒ

2005 is the Year of the Volunteer — could you spare some time to become a
volunteer and help a local charity?
