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The Last Four Things

Mention the late Arthur Lowe and most people will remember his
glorious comic creation, Captain Mainwaring from ”Dad‘s Armye.
Older viewers may recal his first mgor television role, Leonard
Swindley, a resident of Coronation Street in the earliest years of its
existence. Fewer, | suspect, will bring to mind the irascible older
priest, Fr Duddleswell, in Peter de Rosa's presbytery-set sitcom
" Bless me, Fathere, coping with the youthful enthusiasms of Fr Boyd.
Frs Ted, Dougal, and Jack from Craggy Island have long since
cornered the market in comic Irish clergy.

Fr Duddleswell may not have had an impact on the nation‘s store of
catch-phrases to be compared with Mainwaring‘s ” Stupid boy!e, but
there is one line of his which deserves to be remembered. "Holy
Mother Church obliges us to believe that there is such a place as hell.
She does not oblige us to believe that there is anyone in ite.

Those words were brought to mind by Steve Greenhill‘s reflectionsin
last month‘s Parish Magazine. When | was a student in the late
1960s, | spent some time pondering with growing unease the
willingness of some Christian friends to consign other people to
everlasting punishment in the name of a God who is limitless and
unconditional love. That was difficult —even alowing for the
readiness of many young people to see all moral and spiritual
guestions in terms of black and white. How could the God who ”so
loved the world that he gave his only Son, so that everyone who
believes in him may not perish but may have eternal lifes (John 3:16)
be at the same time prepared to condemn to an eternity of torment
those who in this brief life had not heard, or had not heard clearly, the
message of eternal salvation? That would be to make salvation
(however we may understand it) a lottery and —as Albert Einstein
famously remarked in another context — God does not play dices. To
suggest that he does would be to surrender to the atheist's argument
that God is a capricious, Stalinesgue tyrant. What is more, does not St
John himself add, in the very next verse to the one | quoted earlier,
"God did not send the Son into the world to condemn the world, but
in order that the world might be saved through hime ?

In any case, our understanding of the "Four Last Thingss (death,
judgement, heaven and hell) is not something to be settled by
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appealing to isolated Jproof texts’. As Va Evans points out in her
thoughtful response to Stephen's article on page 14, we have to square
our understanding of God's judgement with our awareness of his
mercy. That is why, in every Orthodox icon, mosaic or fresco
depicting the last judgement, the figure of the Virgin Mary stands on
one side of Jesus as John the Baptist (that fearless herald of God's
judgement) stands on the other (see illustration on page 14) . In the
end, all judgement is God's. In the end, all humankind will face that
judgement, believers and non-believers (even differently oriented
believers) dike.

But, some keenly evangelistic Christian may object, does not an
emphasis on God's mercy dull the urgency of the appeal to 2Repent
and believe the good news®? Don't we need the stick of hell-fire to
reinforce the carrot of God's promises? | would rather take my stand
with the 17t century physician and amateur theologian, Thomas
Browne, who wrote, 3 have so fixed my contemplations on Heaven
that | have amost forgot the Idea of Hell, and am afraid rather to lose
the Joys of the one, than to endure the misery of the other(El fear
God, yet am not afraid of Him: His Mercies make me ashamed of my
sins, before His Judgements afraid thereof (E | can hardly think that
there was ever any scared into Heaven; they go the fairest way to
Heaven that would serve God without a Hell; other Mercenaries, that
crouch into Him in fear of Hell, though they term themselves the
servants, are indeed but the slaves, of the Almighty.©

Our task, it seems to me, is not to @scare people into Heaven®, but (to
guote another English Christian of times past) &o catch them into the
net of God's love® and revea to them, in Jesus of Nazareth, the
attractiveness of their eternal Lover.

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From the Editor

At our AGM on 23 April we faced a familiar challenge: that of
finding enough people to fill the various roles within the Church. The
following Saturday | attended the AGM of another organisation that
has similar problems = the Rallway & Canal Historical Society
(RCHS). | have been a member of the RCHS for many years and we
have a membership increasingly in the senior age groups so that it is
ever more difficult to find find volunteers to keep the society running.

The new President of the RCHS, Dr Janet Cutler, began her term with
a succinct analysis of the problem, and one which has paralels in the
Church and many other organisations that depend on people who
willingly give their time and talents. She noted that when the RCHS
began, back in the 1950s, the people involved were of working age
but they generally had energy and leisure time to spare. Those who
took over the society in the 1980s and 1990s were of a generation able
to retire early, with a good pension, and still young and energetic
enough to run the organisation. Now that those people are reaching
old age there is no obvious group to succeed them. She finds that
those of working age are spending more of their time and energy at
work and the pension crisis means that late, rather than early,
retirement istheir likely lot.

That rings true for us at St Francis and must sound a warning. Where
IS the enext generation' coming from to fill the key positions in our
church? Where are the new Churchwardens, PCC members,
musicians and Sunday School teachers coming from? Who will be
the next Church Cleaning Organiser + vacant for the last year £ and
who will be the next Parish Magazine Editor?

One positive way to tackle this problem is to look upon it as an
opportunity, and we need to look outwards rather than inwards.
Indeed we may have to look for what are, in the current ecclesiastical
jargon, called enew expressions of church + different times and types
of service, for example + in order to let new peoplein.

Now based in Hazlemere and High Wycombe

You may already have heard about the plans for Lighthouse this year.
Here's a quick update.

Lighthouse, a Christian charity, has been providing safe, enjoyable
and highly organised summer holiday clubs for children aged 4 to 11
years for over 15 years. Lighthouse Hazlemere is now in its eighth
full year at Sir William Ramsey School. Last year, over 70 children
decided to become afriend of Jesus at Lighthouse Hazlemere.

So what'‘s new this year ?

This year a new event, Lighthouse High Wycombe, is being
launched, based at the Royal Grammar School (RGS). It will run
alongside the Lighthouse events in Great Missenden and Hazlemere
during the first week of the school summer holidays (Monday 24 to
Friday 28" July. Plus, Lighthouse Hazlemere will host the Fresh
Noise initiative Fresh Café on the Wednesday and Thursday evening.

The launch of the new Lighthouse at the RGS means that a further
500 children will have the opportunity to join in the fun, taking part in
drama, arts and crafts, games and music, and having the opportunity
to learn about, and meet with, Jesus. The teams at Hazlemere and
High Wycombe have been working really closely to ensure that these
two Lighthouses will really be seen in the community as one big
Lighthouse working on two sites.

Our theme this year, for both Hazlemere and High Wycombe, will be
the wonderful Gospel based story by C.S. Lewis, The Lion, the Wtch
and the Wardrobe. The teaching materials have been designed and
prepared by Wycombe Youth for Christ, who will also lead the main-
stage presentations for both events.

Many of the hundreds of volunteer helpers will be Christians from
around the town, putting faith, time, energy and imagination into the
five-day event. Anyone aged 13 years and over may offer to help out
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at the new High Wycombe Lighthouse, via the internet link at
www.lighthousehazlemere.org.uk or by phoning (01494) 714012.
Please do apply as soon as possible because every prospective helper
has to go through a CRB check for the purposes of child protection.

Parents and Guardians will be able to register children to attend
Lighthouse Hazlemere and Lighthouse High Wycombe from the end
of May. The above website and phone number can be used for this
purpose as well and they cover both Hazlemere and High Wycombe.
Even though there is a new site this year, we still expect to reach
capacity very quickly: the only way to guarantee a place for your
child(ren) at a Lighthouse event is to become a helper yourself! |If
you can't actually attend Lighthouse there are lots of other ways to
help out + just ask.

God has been blessing us in so many ways for so long. Churches are
coming on board all the time to offer vital financial support plus lots
of prayer. We are delighted that the Mums and Toddlers group for the
Lighthouse High Wycombe event will be held at St Francis of Assig,
however, we still need help. At the time of writing we need around
100 more volunteers for the High Wycombe event, so your prayers
and funding would also be very welcome.

Each church has, in previous years, appointed a Lighthouse Church
Representative: someone you can contact locally who will have
plenty of information on how plans for Lighthouse 2006 are going
and how you can be directly involved. The Lighthouse Church
Representative for St Francis of Assisi is Shelagh Whitlock, who can
be contacted through the Hall Office (see Contacts list on page 2).

Lighthouse High Wycombe also has a thriving prayer network which
sends out updates direct from the Leadership Team every week.
There redly is a huge range of roles that need filling both in the run
up to Lighthouse and during the week itself. Please think and pray
how you and your church can help.

Leaves among the leaves

Like many people, | enjoy browsing through the shelves of second-
hand bookshops. Unfortunately | don't have the space for many more
books, but when | come across something that relates to one of my
specia interests | fedl justified in making a purchase. Sometimes
such a chance buy turns up something unexpected.

This was the case afew years ago when | was looking for information
about a railway in Slovenia and | happened to be in the Shopping
Centre in Milton Keynes during a second-hand book fair. The book
that caught my eye was an old travel guide, Muirhead's Northern
Italy, published in 1927. This was significant because, following the
break-up of the Austro-Hungarian empire after World War I, my
Slovenian railway had been in Italy. There was a map of the railway
and some useful information in the guide, so | happily parted with £4.

When | got the book home | found inside it a little Franciscan prayer
card (illustrated on the front cover of this magazine) and some pressed
leaves from a shrub or tree. The back of the card had been rubber-
stamped "Convento S Francesco, Fiesole' and the guide informed me
that Fiesole was ... the most attractive and interesting spot in the
neighbourhood of Florence. | also read that "the site of the Etruscan
and later the Roman acropolis ... is now occupied by San Francesco, a
church of 1330 and 1407 with a charming facade' and that some
remains of the acropolis were "in the old Franciscan friary'.

Some explorations on the internet gave me further information about
the Franciscan presence at Fiesole. | learned that the Catholic
community there had embraced the order of San Agostino in 1380,
but that in 1399 those nuns moved elsewhere and that church and
convent, in a spectacular hilltop position, passed to the Franciscans.

As for the leaves pressed between the leaves, | have been unable to
identify their botanical origin, but the fact that they were with the card
suggests that they came from Fiesole. Presumably they were taken by
the original owner of the guide as a memento of their visit, possibly as
an aid to identifying the plant from which they came. He or she
would probably have been surprised that they would survive for
nearly seventy years.

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Don‘t go to Hell! (Even if it exists?)

| usually look forward to reading Steve Greenhill's articles in the
parish magazine, but, in the May issue, | was quite horrified by the
understanding of judgement and hell which he put forward and the
implications this has for the Christian faith. Steve rightly says that we
are not comfortable talking about this topic. Well, isn't this because
we don't know what happens after death or at the last times? The
scriptures are not clear about defining heaven and hell because the
writers were still trying to work it out.

Christian faith is rooted in the Old Testament, and the OT
understanding of the after-life was as a shady existence of non-being
in Sheol. the Greek Hades. Then, about four hundred years before
Christ, a new understanding of the after-life began to emerge. The
Jewish people suffered a long period of exile in Babylon and, after
their return, their land was occupied first by Greeks and then by
Romans. It is generally accepted that the suffering they endured
provoked them to
search for an ethic
of judgement for
the wicked and
reward for the
righteous. The full-
blown doctrine of
heaven and hell had
been in existence
for only a hundred
years or so before
Jesuss  ministry,
and he took it on as
pat of Jewish
culture. Jesus was
truly human, not God dressed up as human, and he had to struggle
with his understanding of God's will for him and the form his
ministry should take.

Jesus was a wonderful teacher; the words, images and parables he
used have resonated throughout the world for two thousand years.
Much of his skill as a teacher was due to his use of traditional
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techniques such as hyperbole + exaggerated statements not meant to
be taken literally. Similarly, when Steve quotes Jesus as saying Y
whoever disowns me before men, | will disown him before my Father
in heaven' [Matthew 10:32-33], this is the antithesis to "Whoever
acknowledges me before men, | will also acknowledge him before my
Father in heaven.'

The well-known parable of the sheep and the goats in Matthew 25:31-
46 has the Son of Man in glory saying to those at his left hand “You
that are accursed, depart from me into the eternal fire prepared for the
devil and his angels; for | was hungry and you gave me no food ¥4.

Such categorical condemnation is surely meant to emphasise the
disastrous consequences of injustice and self-centredness. In his book
Death and After: What will really Happen?, H.J. Richards writes that
"Yihis does not mean that hell is to be taken literally as the
punishment which God will inflict on such people. But people can
punish themselves and need to be told that they fool themselves if
they think that lack of love and betrayal of love will do anything other
than diminish and ultimately destroy them." He goes on to say that
“Ydanguage about judgement and hell is more about the present than
the future. The choice between heaven and hell, between self-
fulfilment and self-destruction lies before us at every moment in our
lives." We only have to read the newspapers to see that the state of
hell is present in thislife.

Jesus's teaching is urgent and immediate * it is always about today.
We need his teaching today, for our day, our culture. The concept of
hell was part of his culture, but people today, if they are not avoiding
the subject altogether, are struggling to understand what the concept
of judgement and hell mean for us today. We need to discover what
the risen Christ is calling us to think and do and say in this age.

Time and again throughout the Bible we see that God's judgement
goes hand in hand with his mercy and loving-kindness. The Psalmsin
particular reflect this: "Just in all that he does, the Lord acts only out
of love [Ps.145 v.17]. His nature is to forgive, to have compassion,
to save, to come to the rescue of the needy, whether they are deprived
or depraved. | believe that allusions to his wrath, his condemnation,
and the hell to which sinners may be consigned are metaphorical, and
human attempts to keep human beings on the straight and narrow.
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| suggest that we leave the ghastly images of hell-fire contained in the
Book of Revelations to the theologians and reflect on the parables of
Jesus depicting God's saving love for his people. Read chapter 15 of
L uke's Gospel which tells of the finding of the lost sheep and the lost
coin, and the return of the prodigal son. The father ran to meet his
son and embrace him before he was able to express his repentance.

We don't need to follow Jesus to escape God's wrath. We need to
follow Jesus for love of him, and because with him is the well of life,
and for a hundred other reasons.

Since Easter a small icon has been displayed in our church at the foot
of the chancel steps. It depicts Jesus at his resurrection hauling Adam
and Eve (representing the whole human race) out of the realm of the
dead. Thissurely isconsonant with his saving love for al mankind.

14t June —Who was Richard Baxter?

Richard Baxter was born in Shropshire in 1615, ordained in 1638,
and made his name as a preacher in Kidderminster, where he became
minister in April 1641 aged 26. His ministry had an ecumenica
outlook during a period of history that was
characterised by division = the English Civil
War. He was a moderate Non-Conformist and
regarded all forms of church government as
subservient to the true purposes of religion.
His influence has continued mainly through
his written works + at least 168 of them,
including The Reformed Pastor and The
Saints' Everlasting Rest. Richard suffered ill
health throughout his life, and indeed because
of it preached @as a dying man to dying men.°
He died in London, and his funera was
attended by churchmen as well as dissenters. A tribute of general
esteem was paid to him nearly two centuries later when, in July 1875,
a statue by Thomas Brock was erected to his memory in Church
Street, Kidderminster, where it still stands today.
