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What do you know?

We are often told that one of the glories of the Church of England is
the parochial system. Every community in England, every square
metre of England, has a Christian minister to care for it, a Christian
community to pray for it. Everywhere is part of a parish, part of a
deanery and adiocese. The question that arises then is: how well do
the Christian community and the wider community connect with each
other? How well do they know each other?

Such questions arose recently for the Church Council in relation to a
mapping exercise which is being carried out across Wycombe
deanery. Its meeting in January was largely given over to answering
the series of questions which the Deanery Pastoral Committee had put
to every parish. Although our awareness of the world around us
appeared to impress the Pastoral Committee's representative who
attended the meeting (The Revd Nigel Lacey, Vicar of the West
Wycombe benefice, and an ”old boye of Terriers Sunday School, back
in the days when Rosemary Bossingham was in charge), it was
interesting to discover the gapsin our collective knowledge.

Following those discussions, | made contact with Janet Chard of
Wycombe District Council, with a view to filling some of those gaps
and finding out more about the communities which we exist to pray
for, and to serve, and the people among whom God has set us to share

resurrection of Jesus his Son. The resulting snapshot with which
Janet has provided us, on the basis of information contained in the
2001 census, is fascinating and gives us, | believe, with an important
tool for mission. The Church Council elected at our Annual Meeting
on 239 April will, I hope, be studying it closely during the coming
months. Although our congregational life is enormously enriched by
its members who come from many parts of Wycombe District, we
have a primary responsibility for the people of Terriers and
Totteridge, engaging with them and sharing the life which Jesus came
to bring.

S0, how representative is our congregation of the wider community?
How well doesit reflect the profile of the local population in terms of
age and ethnic origin? On pages 6 and 7 there are a number of
guestions about this parish and its people. | encourage you to try
them and discover how well you know this part of High Wycombe.

Christian Aid Week will soon be upon us, and this article is addressed
to members of St. Francis Church who have taken part in the door-to-
door collection for many years and also to those who, we hope, will
volunteer to join us for the first time. And, of course, it is also part of
our publicity campaign for al who read this magazine to prepare for
the moment when the red and white Christian Aid envelope drops
through the letter-box. So we are appealing both for more volunteers
to spread the load, and also for a generous response to empower the
millions of people suffering the effects of global poverty.

Reports from Christian Aid and the other aid agencies assure us that
what we give and collect is not the proverbial "drop in the ocean'.
There is good news from Ethiopia, Rwanda, Burundi, Bangladesh,
Bolivia and Nicaragua, to name but a few, of how families and
communities have been lifted out of poverty by gifts of cows, goats,
wool-less sheep, chickens, ducks and bees! Milk, eggs and honey
provide food for families, and a means of earning money to educate
their children. The animals provide manure to enrich the earth,
communities receive training in agriculture, and the tree saplings and
seeds provided by Christian Aid enable them to grow food for the
their families and to sell in the markets. The display of posters and
literature in the church tell of good outcomes for many families and
communities. The money collected will empower many communities
to become self sufficient.

In Christian Aid Week last year 300,000 people took to the streets to
raise a record-breaking £15 million. Christian Aid is one of the
biggest aid agencies in the UK and Ireland, and the single largest
giver of development grants. Last year's income reached nearly £80
million, and they now work with over 500 organisations in 50
countries.



Working with others in campaigning, in development, and in
emergencies, from the streets of Dhaka in Bangladesh and the sugar
cane fields of western Kenya to the Houses of Parliament, people
campaigned for trade justice during the Global Week of Action in
April 2005.

Partner Organisations keep Christian Aid informed about the red
impact of global inequality. They know best what their local
communities need. In Burundi they helped the Christian Union for
Education and Development for the Underprivileged (UCEDD) to
build the School of Hope for the Batwa children. Previoudly only two
per cent used to finish school, but now more than 3,000 children have
been educated there.

It is clear that change isn't only about providing seeds and tools, but
also about tackling the reasons for poverty and looking for solutions
that last. CA worksin three different ways:

e Speaking out to tell governments where things are not right
and pressing for changes in the structural causes of poverty.

» Working with local partners to overcome poverty and injustice
on the ground —delivering real practical benefits to poor
communities through long-term development programmes.
And, in emergencies, working swiftly with local partners to
deliver exactly what people need.

 Building a global movement for change with tens of thousands
of people in churches and beyond. So while we work with
global alliances and engage with governments we know that
our real strength lies with you.

From the hundreds of thousands of people who undertake the hard
work of door-to-door collecting, to the person to signs a postcard to
the prime minister —every act counts. The slogan on the this year's
poster reads. You'rein Christian Aid Week. Why not do something?

Go to Hell!

Some of you may be aware of the popular television series @South
Park®. It is one of the most crude and puerile shows around; but at
the same time it is excellent satire, bringing to light the hypocrisy and
arrogance of modern Western culture. | remember one quote where a
character says that Satan and Saddam Hussein are coming to take over
the world, to which they all exclaim ot Saddam Hussein!®

This got me thinking: Do we take the topic of Satan, or indeed of
Hell, seriously? When faced with the same situation as the characters
in South Park, who would we be more afraid of?

Clearly this is an exaggerated example, but | get the feeling that
although we accept the existence of Heaven and Hell, it is not the sort
of topic that we feel comfortable talking about. But if we are to spend
eternity in one or the other, surely we need to think long and hard
about where we're going.

To be honest, the whole subject would be a whole lot easier if the
Bible were a little clearer on defining the two. We know that Heaven
will be an eternity spent with God, where there will be no sin, death
or suffering (Revelation 21:3-4) and that Hell is described as being
thrown into the #iery lake of burning sulphur® (Revelation 21:8), but
many of the detalls are too complex for us to understand.
Nevertheless, it is made quite clear that there is nothing good to be
found in Hell.
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Jesus said: @No one comes to the Father except through me® (John

14.6). As Christians, we believe that salvation comes only from the
fact that our punishment has already been carried out. We no longer
have to go to the eternal prison of Hell for our rebellion against God:
Jesus took our punishment for us on the cross. And through him we
can get into Heaven. So for Christians the existence of Hell
demonstrates what we have been saved from, which is why we
celebrate Christ's death and preach Christ crucified® (1 Corinthians

1:23). But what about those who do not ask for Jesus forgiveness?

Perhaps the most famous verse in the Bible is John 3:16 = 3dor God
so loved the world that he gave his one and only Son, that whoever
believes in him shall not perish but have eterna life.° It follows,
therefore, that those who do not believe in him will perish and will
not have eterna life. It may sound harsh, but rgecting Jesus, who
will be our judge, will have dire consequences for us. Jesus explained
this very simply: aVhoever acknowledges me before men, | will also
acknowledge him before my Father in heaven. But whoever disowns
me before men, | will disown him before my Father in heaven.®
(Matthew 10:32-33)

This is the seriousness of the situation that many people find
themselvesin. While there are plenty of good reasons to follow Jesus,
one of the top ones has to be in order to escape God's wrath. Since
4l have sinned and fall short of the glory of God® (Romans 3:23),
we all deserve punishment. God, you seg, is perfect. He cannot allow
anything that is impure (i.e. that does not measure up to His perfect
standards) into Heaven (Revelation 21:27).

In God's eyes there is, therefore, no diding scale of goodness. He
sees either forgiven sinners, who have been cleansed through Christ's
blood, or unforgiven sinners. In other words: Christians or non-
Christians. Neither Hitler nor Ghandi recognised their sin and asked
Jesus for forgiveness, so both have effectively disowned Christ. The
point | am trying to make is that nobody can achieve a place in
Heaven on their own, and so if anyone is to get there, we have to tell
them of how they are rejecting God + regardless of how 3good® we
perceive them to be.

In his letter to the Philippians, St. Paul wrote that he would rather
adepart and be with Christ (i.e. in Heaven) E but it is more necessary
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for [the Philippians] that [he] remain in the body® (1:23-24). He
understood the gravity of what people deserved, and how great Jesus
love for us was, &hat while we still sinners, Christ died for us°
(Romans 5:8). He devoted his life to telling people the good news
because he, like God (see 2 Peter 3:9b), cared about other people
enough to confront them with the truth.

| know from experience how hard it is to tell people that they are not
good enough for God; especialy in today's post-modern culture
where we have to daccept® others' beliefs and leave them in peace.
But if St. Paul were alive today, | imagine he'd be doing exactly what
he was doing 2000 years ago + putting his life on the line out of a
passion to see people saved. After all, Jesus never called usto tolerate
others and their beliefs, but to love them. And really loving them
means telling them what they don't want to hear.

The truth hurts.

But what's the alternative? If we don't have the courage to tell people
the truth, the long term consequences for them will be too dreadful to
imagine. By not telling our friends and family the good news, we are
effectively saying that we don't care whether or not they will join us
in Heaven. How can a Christian be loving, but at the same time tell
his friends to go to Hell?

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Caught in the web

One of the interesting things about being Webmaster is looking at the
"webstats for our church website. Every time we get a visitor to the
website, certain information is recorded and | can get reports from
this data about how many visitors we have received, where they are
connecting from and what they looked at. For example, although
most of our visitors are from the UK, we do get a steady stream from
overseas * particularly the USA, Australia and mainland Europe.

One of the goals | set myself when taking over as Webmaster was to
try to increase the usage of the website. So far the results have not
been encouraging. Usage has been averaging just two visitors a day
for the last year and that is much the same as the visits that my
predecessor Keith Walter recorded over the two years before that.

Many visitors arrive via a link from another website, of which the
Oxford Diocese's A Church near you produces the most. We also get
referrals from the online reference site Wikipedia via a link under the
entry for Sir Giles Gilbert Scott, the architect who designed our
church. We have a link from a page about Scott on the website of St
Paul Stoneycroft, Liverpool, another church that he designed (you'll

find alink from our website to St Paul's £ why not pay them avisit?).

Thereis a steady stream of visitors arriving via a “search engine' such
as Google. Some are specifically looking for our church, but others
arrive at our website because of some information it contains.
Recently we have had several who have been searching for pictures or
information about flower festivals and have come across our Flower
Festival Gallery from the 75" Anniversary event last year.

Some of our visitors are members of the church who use the website
to read the sermons they missed, or to get updates to the Diary of
Events. But these visitors appear to be in the minority, which is a
shame, so if you are “internet enabled’ why not take a look? Your
feedback and suggestions would be appreciated.

UK.

4 (c) 59.07% identified themselves as Christian (compared with
69.06% across the whole of High Wycombe).

5(b) 737 peoplefell into this category.

6(@ 17.72% identified themselves as Muslim, with 14.55%
claming no religion. The latter group in the largest in
Wycombe as a whole (15.59% compared with a total Muslim
population of 6.49%).
