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Taking the Plunge

Three or four times a year, | take an hour or so out of the parish
to visit my work consultant. He is the guru who checks my
"work-lifes balance —or more usually my ”"work-worke balance,
making sure that both my parish responsibilities and my
diocesan duties are receiving proper attention —and asking some
snrewd and penetrating questions.

While we were talking at our session in October, he asked a
guestion which quite threw me. ”Supposing,» he said, "You
were up in a hot-air balloon, looking down on your parish, what
image of it would you have?s | thought for a moment, and then
said that, as things stood, | rather
saw the parish as a Roman bath,
an attractive place where there
was activity (and purposeful
inactivity) of many different
kinds. Some people were in the
hot room, some shivering after a
cold plunge, others working out
in the gymnasium, others simply
sitting on the poolside with their feet in the warm water chatting
to friends. But all of these activities were linked by the object of
cleansing, healing and toning up the people taking part in them
for the rigours of everyday life. We explored this image for
some time, and returned to it later in the course of our
consultation, to check that it still fitted the picture of life in
Terriers that we had been building up as we talked.

That image of the bath-house has stayed with me. From time to
time, as | think about it, some of the aspects of our parish life
change in relation to the different part of the baths. Sometimes,
for example, the Julian Meeting seems like a warm bath. At
other times it can be like a thorough work-out in the gym as we
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wrestle with God in prayer. Communions on saints' days are
usually an opportunity to spend time in the company of old
friends, but sometimes they can seem like a visit to the cold
plunge. But the aim remains the same: cleansing, healing and
preparing for whatever life outside may bring. It isan attractive
place and greatly appreciated by those who use it; but it isn‘t
well advertised, and not too many people find their way through
the doors. Can we remedy that in our 75" Anniversary year?
The PCC has approved a varied and imaginative programme,
running from April to October. It's a perfect opportunity to
invite friends and neighbours to @ome on in. The water's
lovely!©

Who was Martin de Porres?

Born in 1579 at Lima in Peru, Martin was the illegitimate son
of a Spanish nobleman and a young freed black slave. For
many years his father despised him for his dark skin and so he
grew up in poverty. He was apprenticed to a barber-surgeon,
from whom he |learned some

medicine and care of the sick,

and then during a brief

reconciliation with his father

he was educated in Spain. On

returning to Lima, Martin

decided to follow a vocation

at the Dominican Friary but,

because of his colour, he

could not become a religious

brother and instead entered as

a lay servant. Later his

superiors dropped the rule and

he remained at the Friary for

the rest of his life. Martin

never forgot where he came

from and spent his days

working for the poor and needy. Among other things he
founded an orphanage, a hospital and schools for slum children,
and he also set up a shelter for stray animals. He died on 3rd
November 1639 and when he was canonised in 1962 it was as
the first black saint from the New World. He is now
remembered as the patron of interracial justice.

God speaks English! It may seem obvious to us, but ask anyone
at my church in Frankfurt, and they will tell you that God speaks
German. And in the Netherlands, He speaks Dutch...

I'm sure | don't need to remind of the passage in Acts 2, where
each onlooker hears the Gospel being preached in their own
language = and | am talking about the

exact same principle. God speaks to us

in our own language because otherwise

we ssimply wouldn't understand.

| recently attended a church conference

in Amsterdam, where | was reminded of

this fact. In this context, it was being

cited to remind us of our need to speak

the language of the people when telling people about Jesus. For
example, the non-Christian's only experience of the word 2sin®

iswhen The Sun usesit in a headline to describe the latest act of
celebrity adultery. In the same way, they do not know the true
meaning of terms such as 3salvation,® 2hope® or indeed 3 ovel.

When asked if he understood what he was reading in the book of
Isaiah, the Ethiopian man (Acts 8) replied @How can |, unless
someone explains it to me?® He needed Philip to explain it to
him in away that he could understand. We too should apply the
same principle. | am not merely talking about the ludicrous
amount of Christian jargon that we all use, expecting unsaved
people to understand what we mean £ but also about how we tell
people about Jesus.

| dare say you have heard of the band U2: you may or may not
know that they are Christians. They use the language of music
to tell people about Jesus £ not particularly overtly, but if you
watch the video of one of their concerts, there is no mistaking
the level of worship going on. And the (predominantly non-
Christian) audience is taking part. The gospel is being preached
in alanguage they understand.
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Wfﬂfﬂn f

As brothers and sisters of Christ, ave are in thisworld, but not a
part of it.° But this popular saying is too easily used as an
excuse to sit in our nice comfy church building and not tell
people about Jesus. But that goes against the great privilege we
have to be the ones who get to announce the greatness of Jesus.
Too often people think awell if they don't like the way we are
(as Christians), then they won't want to become one anyway.°
But to think thisis ssmply an insult against God. Are we saying
that God is not something that suits everyone + as if we are not
dependent on Him? Are we saying that God cannot change
people? Or are we actually worrying about how this new person
might disrupt the status quo of our church@E?

To give another (albeit dlightly extreme) example, if | wereto go
up to an Englishman and quote & ch bin die Auferstehung, und
ich bin das Leben. Wer mir vertraut, der wird leben, selbst wenn
er stirbt,® (John 11:25, HFA) would he understand? No *
because | am not speaking his language.

Of course we do not all have sing in rock bands to spread the
good news. Such an approach to evangelism has no effect on
Buddhists, who are moved by tranquillity rather than rock!
Some people are more likely to respond through debate about
science, while others are more likely to be moved by acts of
love and charity that they see a Christian performing.

We have the blessing of relationships. Each one of you has non-
Christian friends. | don't know how best to talk to them about
Jesus = but you do! You know their histories, their present
situations, their desires and fears. You can speak to them in a
language they understand = in away that | never could. Just like
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U2 know how to tell their fans about Jesus, you have the insider
knowledge of your workplace or circle of friends.

Preachers such as Billy Graham often find success when they
carry out their @ltar calls® and people give their lives to Christ.

After their conversion, many were asked how many previous
exposures to the Gospel they had heard previously. The average
answer was 31. We may not see the results of our work, but if |
knew that | was one of those 31 that paved the way for someone
to come to Christ, ssimply through something that | had said to
someone in the office(E

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The Bookshelf

This is an occasional column of book news and reviews, and the editor
welcomes further contributions. This month we have two reviews. one
fiction and one non-fiction, the latter selected from the Church Bookstall.

Elvi Rhodes, A Blessing in Disguise (Corgi 2003, £5.99)

Elvi Rhodes is not an author known to me but, judging by her
other published titles, she is a prolific one. Her style is very
easy to read; her characters come to life on the page and she
seems very well informed on her subject.

This book centres on the incongruously named Venus Stanton,
an ordained priest who has been recently widowed. She
courageously moves to the parish of
Thurston with her very unhappy ten
year old daughter, Becky. It is hard to
decide whether Becky's appalling
behaviour and truculent attitude
towards her mother are caused by the
death of her father or by having to
move to a new home in a strange area.
Fortunately Venus has sterling support
from her parents, her mother-in-law,
her church wardens and most of her
parishioners. The one great exception
to this is Miss Frazier, a woman with
amost pantomime-like evil words and
deeds, who threatens to drive Venus
from Thurston church in particular and from the Anglican
church in general. Venus, however, has the tactful support of
her local bishop. Venus makes friends with the local head
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teacher, the doctor, and an artist. She attends dinner parties,
goes to art galleries and has her portrait painted. She leads a
very full life despite being a vicar and a single mother.

The minutiae of church life are brilliantly portrayed and the
relationship between Venus and her parents, her daughter, her
church wardens, her parishioners and her friends outside the
church drive the narrative along. Will Becky ever be happy?
Can Venus persuade her parents to move near to her? Will Miss
Frazier empty Venus church? These are the questions which
exercise Venus mind - and answers to these and other questions
occupy the rest of the story.

| recommend this book to all churchgoers, who will find the
action in a very familiar setting. It could also act in an
evangelising capacity to those who are unchurched.

Helen Julian, The Lindisfarne Il con - St Cuthbert and the 21
century Christian (BRF 2004, £6.99)

Like many visitors to Durham Cathedral and Lindisfarne, | have
experienced something of their specid
spiritual atmosphere. Both places are
associated with early Christianity in
Northumberland, and particularly with
St Cuthbert. However, Cuthbert is
something of a mystery man and most
of our knowledge about him is based
on two stylised biographies written
some years after his death, one by
none other than Bede. Helen Julian
(who is a Franciscan) has used
material from these biographies and
interwoven it with information from
various religious and historical sources
to tell us something about Cuthbert the man and the times in
which he lived. Some of this relates to day-to-day life of
ordinary people, some to monastic and royal affairs. | found it
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particularly interesting to understand how religious loyalties
could switch between the Roman and Celtic Christian churches
(themselves sometimes in conflict) and the pagan traditions
depending on political events and alliances.

This book is more than just history, however, because Julian
ends each chapter by applying lessons from Cuthbert's life to
our lives today, covering topics such as conflict, mission, prayer
and ministry. These give a readable and informative book a
practical and thought-provoking edge.
