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Thoughts in a time of Crisis
Our summer holidays this year were effectively ended forty-eight
hours before we returned to High Wycombe.  They were ended when
we switched on the television news just as a story about the arrest of
terrorist suspects was breaking.  What really made us sit up was the
footage of the houses in this parish where arrests had been made.
From that point our thoughts were increasingly focused on what we
might find when we returned and what might be done by the local
Church in a situation which clearly had (and still has) the potential to
be seriously divisive.

One thing became clear.  In the situation in which we find ourselves it
is vital to resist calling names or pointing the finger, however
tempting the prospect of a brief moment of TV fame.  Despite the best
(and, in my view, dangerously misguided) efforts of the Prime
Minister and Home Secretary to alter the process of arrest and trial so
that those in police custody are, in effect, no longer ” innocent until
proved guilty•, all people of good-will have a responsibility to treat
other human beings as human beings and not to condemn them
without trial nor to demonise them.  Christians, in particular, are
bound by their faith to honour the image of God that is in every
human being, however distorted and defaced it may have become, and
to recognise in every human being the brother or sister for whom
Christ died, even those who wish us ill.

Fear, whether for ourselves or for our children or grandchildren,
provides no justification or excuse for doing
otherwise.  The Church exists to proclaim the
good news that God was in Christ reconciling
the world to himself.  It cannot do that without
sharing in Christ‘s work of reconciliation,
breaking down the dividing walls which
human beings are all too ready to erect in the
search for scapegoats and ”enemies within•.
That work of reconciliation can be costly, as
the naval hero turned Protestant pastor, Martin
Niemoller (left), discovered through painful
personal experience in the Germany of the
1930s:
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ªFirst they came for the Jews.  I was silent.  I was not a Jew.
Then they came for the Communists.  I was silent.  I was not
a Communist. Then they came for the trade unionists.  I was
silent.  I was not a trade unionist.  Then they came for me.
There was no one left to speak for me.º

Christians have a responsibility to engage with those who are different
— even those who are viewed with suspicion by the rest of the society
in which we live.  We have a responsibility to build bridges and to
keep open channels of communication, even (or indeed especially) in
these difficult days.  That is why, in the middle of August, over 700
households in this parish received an invitation to come together to
share concerns about what has been happening in our community.

Two dozen brave souls, Christians and Muslims and people of no
particular faith commitment, met in church on the evening of 16th

August.  Those who came were open to one another and honest about
the pain, the shock, anger and resentment which they felt; but they did
so in a constructive and helpful way and it is likely that we will
continue to meet in future — regularly, we hope, but not necessarily
frequently — to keep open those channels of communication that have
now been established.  The suggestion of a further gathering in our
Church Hall some time toward Christmas was made and well
received.  I hope we may see you there.

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Joyce Bennett
On the 2nd of December this year the congregation of St Francis will
be host to a number of foreign visitors who will be joining us as we
celebrate the life and work of a most distinguished member of our
congregation ± Joyce Bennett.  The occasion celebrates the fact that
Joyce was ordained priest into the Church on 3rd December 1971, 35
years ago, in Hong Kong by Bishop Gilbert Baker. This was a most
significant date in the history of the ordination of Women into the
church.  Prior to this there had been only one instance of a woman
being ordained into the priesthood, Florence Li in 1944, also by the
Bishop of Hong Kong under emergency circumstances brought about
by the Japanese occupation during the second world war.  However
Joyce‘s ordination makes her the first of two women (along with Jane
Hwang) to have been ordinarily ordained into the church, and thus the
first of what is now a long established line of female priests.  

This fact alone makes for a special day of celebration for those who
supported the movement of ordination for women and who will recall
the debates and issues of the day surrounding this event. When
introducing Joyce to anyone it is inevitable that her place in history as
the first non-emergency woman priest is the first thing that will be
mentioned.  It is, however, only one aspect of her life and work; as
this article seeks to explain, there is an awful lot more to Joyce than
meets the eye!

Joyce with the Revd Austin Williams, Vicar of St Martin-in-the-Fields in the
early 1980s.  He invited her to join his staff when she retired from Hong Kong.
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Joyce‘s story is of a remarkable life defined by witness and service to
others and above all by a response to our Lord Jesus and a life
empowered by the gift of the Holy Spirit.

In addition to being a priest Joyce was a missionary in Hong Kong for
34 years; the principal of a Chinese Girls School for 15 years; a
member of Hong Kong‘s legislative council, and on •retirement‘ to
England was a counsellor and priest for the Chinese community in
London at St. Martin-in-the-Fields.  Along the way she has managed
to become fluent in Cantonese (a language so complex I managed to
learn about ten words in 15 years) and has been recognised for her
service to the Chinese community with various awards, including
being awarded the OBE in 1978.  I think in all honesty that if any one
of us had had success in any one of the fields of priesthood,
missionary, educator, or even legislator that Joyce has achieved we
should be forgiven for having felt we had achieved something ± Joyce
has succeeded in all these fields.

Born in London on 22nd April 1923, she attended Burlington School
where she became head of school before going on to gain a degree in
History at Westfield College, University of London in 1944.  Due to
the wartime evacuation measures both Burlington School and
Westfield College were evacuated to Oxford and so from the 6th form
onwards Joyce was immersed in the rich cultural, scholastic and
inspirational Christian influences that the city could offer.  Her
original intention was to teach but during this period Joyce
experienced an increasing calling towards missionary work.
Following two years teaching Joyce commenced training with the
CMS and in February 1949 she arrived in Hong Kong to commence
what was eventually to become 34 years of outstanding Christian
witness and service to that community.

Her missionary work was founded primarily on education, a subject
for which she has retained an undying passion.  She first taught at St
Stephen‘s Girls‘ College from 1949 to 1960 before moving to Chung
Chi College (later to become part of the Chinese University) for two
years from 1961 to 1963. Joyce was ordained Deacon by Bishop Hall
in 1962 and from 1963 to 1968 also served as Chaplain to the Bishop
Hall Jubilee School. 

Hong Kong in the years after the Second World War faced

considerable social pressures particularly for the poor Chinese
working class.  There was mass overcrowding as numbers in the
colony swelled with families fleeing the communist revolution across
the border in mainland China. Most working class lived in
overcrowded slum conditions and faced unemployment, with
insufficient schools and clinics; social services as we recognise them
were non-existent.  

Joyce with Professor Ma, who was her student in the 1950s at 
St Stephen‘s Girls College.  The picture behind is a carpet depicting

St Catharine‘s School and was a retirement gift from her staff.

In these stressful times the prospects for working class Chinese
children was poor.  It was against this background that Joyce
undertook the establishment and running of St Catharine's School for
Girls in Kwun Tong, a working class area where she remained as
principal for 15 years until her retirement in 1983.  The establishment
of this school and the hope, joy and opportunity it has given to
hundreds of poor children is itself a tremendous tribute to Joyce and
her response to God's calling to service, but, as we shall see next
month, Joyce had further ways to serve our LordŒ.

20th September — Who was John Coleridge Patteson?

John Coleridge Patteson was born in London in 1827 and educated at
Oxford, where in 1852 he became a fellow of Merton College. In
1855 he heeded a call from Bishop George Selwyn of New Zealand
for missionary volunteers to go to the South Pacific.  Whilst there he

learned twenty-three of the languages spoken in
the Polynesian and Melanesian Islands.  In 1861
he was consecrated Bishop of Melanesia.  The
slave-trade was illegal in the South Pacific, but
the laws were poorly enforced and Patteson was
actively engaged in the effort to stamp it out.
However, after slave-raiders had attacked the
island of Nakapu, Patteson and several
companions visited the area and were assumed
to be connected with the raiders.  They were
killed on 20th September 1871 and Patteson's

body was floated back to his ship with five hatchet wounds in the
chest, one for each native who had been killed in the earlier raid.  The
death of Bishop Patteson caused an uproar back in England and
stimulated the government to take firm measures to stamp out the
slave trade in its Pacific territories.

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Lighthouse — still growing!

This year, while Lighthouse at the Sir William Ramsey School site
continued to flourish with 850 children, a new Lighthouse was set up
at the Royal Grammar School for 500 children.  Hazlemere's
Lighthouse has been in operation for six years and helpers and
children feel very much at home there.  It's good to renew friendships
made there each year and everyone is familiar with the site.  So,
having a new Lighthouse at the Royal Grammar School in our parish
presented both an opportunity and a challenge.

Three of us grasped the challenge.  Lucy West played a dual role as a
Lamplighter and music leader, leading the singing and actions on
stage; Emma O'Garro was a Lighthouse Keeper, in charge of 12
children for the whole day, and I was a craft leader for the under-tens
in the morning and the over-tens in the afternoon.  Despite the
inevitable trepidation beforehand, it worked well and was hugely
enjoyable.  In addition, mothers and toddlers had a great time in our
Church Hall in the mornings.

Meanwhile, at Hazlemere, Shelagh Whitlock enjoyed being a
Lighthouse Keeper for her group of eight year olds, and June Findlow
enjoyed doling out refreshments to the four year olds in the morning
and helping out with crafts in the afternoon.  Terry Dean and Irene
Hasan were busy guiding the older children through the various crafts.
Irene's eldest daughter Tania was a Lamplighter, and sisters Rozanne
and Sonia were free to enjoy all the activities before they take their
turn at becoming Lamplighters!

Not all the helpers worked every day.  Some volunteered for two or
three days, some for just mornings or afternoons.  They came in all
ages, with various skills or just a willingness to help, and a large
number are grandparents. The volunteers are vital because the number
of children admitted to Lighthouse is dependent upon the number of
volunteers.

The theme for the teaching was the story of •Narnia', complete with
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Aslan, the children and the wicked white witch.  Evil was overcome
by good at great cost, which provided a good analogy for teaching
what the Christian faith is all about.  The children were very receptive
to learning about what it means to be a Christian and many of them
decided that they were going to be followers of Jesus. Their
enthusiastic singing nearly raised the roof of the marquee, leaving us
thrilled and looking forward to next year.  How about joining us?

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Protecting Our Children

Tony Dickinson, Pam Hancock, Emma O'Garro and I have now
drawn up a very comprehensive programme of work to implement the
Child Protection Policy.  We are hoping to complete most of the work
by the end of the year but there is a lot to do. Watch this space!
Meanwhile, here are some of the plans for the very near future. 

All outside groups using the hall and the church will be informed of
our policies.  There is a green leaflet entitled Protection Guide for
Church Workers with Children and Young People which will be
distributed to all the leaders of groups and others using the hall.

A number of people who work with children in church will be asked
to fill in a simple Confidential Declaration form.  Leaders from the
Sunday School and the Skylarks will need to complete the necessary
CRB Disclosure forms, as will Children's Representatives/Officers
from the choir, organists and servers.  Please do not be alarmed by
these forms!  Emma and I will distribute them and are very happy to
advise you about their completion.

The church building itself needs to be assessed for health and safety
issues.  The recruitment procedures for paid and voluntary workers
will need to be updated in the light of the new policy, as will the
current insurance policy.  

In September the Sunday School will have new registration and
consent forms to complete.  I need to be informed of any particular
concerns or unexpected incidents affecting children and have to keep
a record of them.  

Once this work is done we shall have completed the most important
parts of the programme.  Please pray that in the light of all this paper-
work we do not lose sight of the aims of the policy as we do our best
to protect the children from harm.
